‘500 killed in Israeli strikes’

said that at least 500 people
have been killed in an explo-
sion that it says was caused
by an Israeli airstrike. If con-
firmed, the attack on the al-
Ahli Hospital in Gaza City it
would be by far the dead-
liest Israeli airstrike in five
wars fought since 2008. The
Israeli military says it is
looking into the report.

Android autofill puts users’ data at risk

ere is a word of
caution for An-
droid users who

use the autofill facility to
log into apps on smart-
phones. The International
Institute of Information
Technology (IIIT) - Hy-
derabad researchers have
found that the autofill in
Android-based apps was
accidentally leaking login
credentials to the apps
hosting the webpages. Of
late, the usage of pass-

word managers become
popular among smart-
phone users for not just
generating a long pass-

word for their accounts

but also remembering the
same for the next login.
Password managers have

also become popular for
their autofill facility of the
required credentials in
different login forms.

In an experiment with
password managers’ aut-
ofill functionality on mo-
bile operating systems, the
research team discovered
what they termed as Au-
toSpill attack. The re-
searcher team was led by
Prof Ankit Gangwal from
the Centre for Security,
Theory and Algorithmic
Research (CSTAR), ITIT-
Hyderabad.

SC refuses nod for
same-sex marriage

NEW DELHI

A five-judge constitution
Bench of the Supreme
Court on Tuesday unani-
mously refused to accord
legal recognition to same-
sex marriage under the Spe-
cial Marriage Act, ruling
that it is within Parliament’s
ambit to change the law for
validating such union.

The top court, however,
recognised equal rights for
queer people and their pro-
tection, while calling for
sensitisation of the general
public so they don’t face
discrimination. The apex
court, while passing four
separate  verdicts, was
unanimous in holding that

there is “no unqualified
right” to marriage, and
same-sex couples can’t
claim it as a fundamental
right under the Constitu-
tion.

Ball in Centre’s court
The Bench was critical of
the Centre’s stand that the
pleas for legal validation of
same-sex marriage was re-
flective of an urban elitist
concept. Queerness is nei-
ther an urban nor an elite
concept or characteristic,
said the apex court, which
pronounced the verdicts on
21 petitions seeking legal
sanction for same-sex mar-
riages.
