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No more probes against
Adani Group, rules SC

Gives SEBI three months to finish ongoing investigation

In a big relief to the embat-
tled Adani Group, the
Supreme Court on Wednes-
day ruled that the fraud al-
legations against the apples-
to-airport conglomerate do
not need more probes ei-
ther by a special investiga-
tion team or CBI, as it gave
capital market regulator
SEBI three more months to
conclude its over two-year-
old investigation.
Disposing of pleas seek-
ing a third-party investiga-
tion into allegations of ac-
counting fraud and stock
manipulation levelled by
US short-seller Hindenburg
Research, a three-judge
Bench of the top court, com-
prising Chief Justice DY
Chandrachud and Justices
JB Pardiwala and Manoj
Misra, said SEBI was con-
ducting a “comprehensive
investigation” and its con-
duct “inspires confidence”.
The apex court had origi-
nally on May 17 directed
SEBI to complete a probe

August 14, 2023. In August
of that year, SEBI had
sought 15 more days to com-
plete the investigation into
seven of the 24 issues that
remained pending. Last No-
vember, SEBI told the court
it would not seek any exten-
sion and that its investiga-
tion into 22 issues was com-
plete.

On Wednesday, the
Supreme Court asked the
market regulator to wrap up
the two pending investiga-
tions expeditiously, prefer-
ably in three months. Re-
jecting the pleas brought by
public interest litigants, it
said, the facts of this case
“do not warrant” ordering
an investigation by an SIT
or CBI even though the
court had the powers to
transfer the probe.

Adani Group chairman
Gautam Adani, who was the
world’s second-richest man
at the start of 2023 and saw
almost $60 billion of his
wealth erased after the Hin-
denburg report, cheered the

Reservation for men in RTC buses likely

n what could be
Iswapped roles, men

travelling in TSRTC
buses could soon find
seats reserved for them or
even ‘Men’s Special’ serv-
ices being operated!

Given the response to

free bus travel for women
under the Maha Lakshmi
scheme, which has buses
registering a 20 per cent
rise in occupancy rate, the
TSRTC is apparently
forced to consider options
to cater to male passen-
gers. Amid the sharp rise
in the number of women

using the buses to com-
mute, there have been fre-
quent instances of men,
the elderly and students

facing difficulty in getting
a seat.

In this context, the RTC
is considering different

options, including intro-
ducing reservations for
men in buses, allotment of
seats for elderly and stu-
dents, and special buses
for men, if possible. As a
majority of the buses are
full of women, men are re-
portedly choosing private
vehicles to RTC buses. It
is learnt that the develop-
ments were brought to the
attention of the corpora-
tion’s Managing Director,
VC Sajjanar, by senior offi-
cials and bus conductors.
In this context, the RTC
has focused on the neces-
sary routes and running
special buses for men at
special times.
