Sending out tell-tale hints of a fur-
ther deepening of cracks in the Op-
position bloc — LN.D.I.LA — as the
Lok Sabha elections near, the West

progress in seat-sharing talks.
Further opening up fissures in
the Opposition bloc at a time when
divergent voices over seat-sharing
have come to the fore, Congress
MP and the party’s West Bengal
chief Adhir Ranjan Chowdhury on

Qatar: Legal
team gets 60
days to appeal

NEW DELHI

The legal team of eight
jailed former Indian Navy
personnel was given 60
days to appeal against the
ruling by Qatar's court of
appeal, the Ministry of Ex-
ternal Affairs said. Last
month, the Court of Appeal
in Qatar commuted the
death sentence handed
down to the Indians and
sentenced them to prison
for varying durations.

The verdict came weeks
after the family members
of the Indians filed an ap-
peal against the earlier
order by another court.
Sixty days' time has been
given to file an appeal
against the order at Qatar's
highest court, External Af-
fairs Ministry spokesper-
son Randhir Jaiswal said at

Curbs on timing hit food biz at DLF street

he popular DLF
Street in Gachi-
bowli, the epitome

of Hyderabad’s nightlife,
is now deserted post
12 midnight. In fact, a simi-
lar gloom has blanketed
other spots, dwindling
nocturnal charm of the
city. The restrictions on
timings for DLF and other
spots were imposed in Oc-
tober before the Assembly
elections to ensure that no
untoward incidents occur.
All the establishments
were closed by 11 pm.
However, even after a
month after the election
results were announced,
the restrictions are yet to
be lifted. Every night

around 11.45 pm, police pa-
trolling vehicles enter the
street with their sirens on,
signalling the vendors to
close the shop. Post mid-
night, the street is empty
and silent. “Earlier, we

used to keep our shops
open till late night. How-
ever, we close by 12 mid-
night and open again
around 4 am. We are los-
ing business,” says the
owner of Momo’s Delight

on DLF Street. Alim, who
runs the Pariwar Eatery on
the same street, informs
‘Telangana Today’ that all
efforts to reach out to the
administration were met
with no response.
“Nobody is listening to
us. All eateries in the Cy-
berabad area are closed
early,” he adds. Although
it is just around four hours
that these shops are being
shut, that time is key to the
success of their business,
often marking their high-
est sales. While the place
is now a go-to for all the
street food lovers in the
city who are looking for a
quick bite at night, the
primary customers for
these vendors are employ-
ees working graveyard
shifts.

Blood banks
can only charge
processing fee

NEW DELHI

Hospitals and blood banks
can now only charge pro-
cessing fee for blood as the
apex drug regulator has de-
cided to do away with all
other fee to check the prac-
tice of overcharging.

In a communication to
all States and UT drugs
controllers cum licensing
authorities, the Drugs Con-
troller General of India
(DCGI) stated that the de-
cision was taken in view of
the opinion that “blood is
not for sale.”

Referring to the 62nd
meeting of the Drugs Con-
sultative Committee held
on September 26, 2023, the
DCGI in the letter on De-
cember 26 said, “It was rec-
ommended with respect of
agenda No.18 of ATR point
3, for overcharging of
blood, it was opined that
blood is not for sale, it is
only for supply and only
processing cost may be
charged by the blood cen-
tre.” The revised guide-
lines stipulate that only
processing fees can be
charged for blood or blood
components which ranges
between Rs 250 to 1,550 for
blood or blood compo-
nents. The DCGI has asked
States/ UTs to direct all
blood centres under their
jurisdiction to adhere to
the revised guidelines. pni

RTC torun 4,484
Sankranti specials

These buses will run from January 6 to 15 from Hyderabad to
various destinations in Telangana and neighbouring States.

The Telangana State Road
Transport  Corporation
(TSRTC) has arranged
4,484 special buses for peo-
ple heading to their home-
towns during Sankranti fes-
tivities. These buses will
run from January 6 to 15
from Hyderabad to various
destinations in Telangana
and neighbouring States of
Andhra Pradesh, Karnataka
and Maharashtra.

The free travel facility for
women will also be applica-
ble in these special buses
but only till State borders.
TSRTC Managing Director
VC Sajjanar said all neces-
sary arrangements have
been made to take citizens

safely to their destinations
for Sankranti and measures
are in place to ensure that
passengers do not face any
inconvenience. “We are
running special buses with
regular fares without any
hike,” he said.

Special camps

The TSRTC authorities
have also set up special
camps for passengers wait-
ing to board buses in usually
congested areas where pas-
senger traffic is high such as
Uppal Crossroad, LB Nagar,
Aramghar and KPHB.
“Drinking water, mobile
bio-toilets are other facili-
ties have been arranged for
the comfort of passengers in
places where required,” Saj-
janar said.
