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KCR to lead fight for
Krishna water rights

Public meeting in Nalgonda on February 13; Says no
compromise on riparian rights of Telangana
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BRS president K Chandrashekhar Rao addressing the party meeting at Telangana Bhavan in Hyderabad on Tuesday.

Sounding a stern warning to
the Central and State gov-
ernments that Telangana
would stand to lose a great
deal in terms of its entitle-
ment to Krishna river water
once the operational control
of Nagarjuna Sagar and Sri-
sailam projects was con-
ceded to the Krishna River
Management Board
(KRMB), BRS president K
Chandrashekhar Rao on
Tuesday declared that he
would go to any extent to
safeguard the interests of
Telangana.

Appealing to the party
workers to gear up for anew
phase of agitation, he made

it clear that there would not
be any compromise on ri-
parian rights of Telangana
that were hard earned.
Emotions ran high at the
Telangana Bhavan, which
was thronged by party
workers in large numbers as
the party chief returned to
the BRS headquarters after a
gap of three months follow-
ing his recovery from a total
hip replacement surgery. He
was accorded a rousing wel-
come by them.
Chandrashekhar Rao then
had a detailed interaction
with elected representatives
from the BRS, party leaders
and functionaries from
Khammam, Nalgonda, Ma-
habubnagar and Ranga
Reddy - all part of the com-

mand area of the Krishna
basin projects, and dispelled
their fears of deprival in
case of the projects being
handed over to the KRMB.
As afirst step in the direc-
tion of initiating the rank
and file of the party into bat-
tle mode, he announced that
a public meeting would be
held in Nalgonda on Febru-
ary 13 with massive mobili-
sation of the public from all
parts. He said BRS workers
would be playing a decisive
role in spearheading the
new phase of the agitation
intended to fight the govern-
ment for Krishna water. The
State government, because
of its ill-advised moves had
put the districts in the com-
mand area of Krishna proj-

ects at stake. A resolution
was adopted at the meeting
pledging all support to the
fight for the protecting the
State’s right over the Kr-
ishna waters.

The BRS had fought re-
lentlessly for the State’s
share of the river water as
part of the Statehood move-
ment. Even after realising
Telangana, the BRS govern-
ment did not part with its
control over the joint proj-
ects and their outlets during
the last 10 years. Once the
State control over Nagar-
juna Sagar dam was handed
over to the KRMB, Telan-
gana would be in for a trying
time as it would not be able
to meet its drinking water
needs, Rao cautioned.

11 killed, 174 injured
in explosion at MP
firecracker unit

An explosion and subsequent blaze at a firecrackers factory
in Madhya Pradesh's Harda town killed 11 people and left
174 others injured on Tuesday, officials said.

A person has been detained in connection with the inci-
dent, a senior official said. The incident occurred in the
Bairagarh locality on Magardha Road, on the outskirts of
Harda town, approximately 150km from the state capital,

Bhopal, prompt-
ing the state gov-
ernment to seek
Army's helicop-
ters for evacua-
tion.

“So far, 174 peo-
ple have beenres-
cued from the in-
cident site -- 34
were referred to
Bhopal and
Hoshangabad,
while 140 were
undergoing treat-
ment in district
hospital. One
death has beenre-
ported from
among the people
who were re-
ferred, and 10
deaths have been
reported from the
district hospital,”

said. “The fire has been doused, and debris is being re-
moved from the site. Investigation into the matter is un-
derway, but currently, the rescue mission is our priority.”
The cause of the blast was not yet known, a senior official
earlier said. The Madhya Pradesh government ordered a
probe. Condolences poured in from across the country led
by President Droupadi Murmu and Prime Minister Naren-

Security beefed up
ahead of elections in
Pakistan
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Firm eyeing Musi river
project under scanner

A firm that reportedly came
forward and “expressed in-
terest” to execute the Musi
Riverfront Development
Project, the Meinhardt
Group, is involved in a scam,
known as the Meinhardt
scam, in Jharkhand apart
from facing a probe in Pak-
istan for embezzling billions
of rupees and cheating in-
vestors for nearly 20 years.
A delegation of the Mein-
hardt Group from Singapore
led by CEO Omar Shahzad
had met Chief Minister A
Revanth Reddy at the Secre-
tariat on Tuesday and ex-
pressed interest in execut-
ing the Musi Riverfront
Development Project, with
Revanth Reddy, according
to an official statement, ask-
ing them to design models
of the projects to be adopted
for the Musi project.
However, it has now
come to light that the Mein-
hardt Group is involved in a

The Meinhardt Group which called on
the Chief Minister, is involved in a scam
in Jharkhand and is also accused of
embezzling funds in Pakistan

scam, known as the Mein-
hardt scam, in Jharkhand,
where the Anti-Corruption
Bureau is launching a probe
into alleged irregularities by
former Jharkhand Chief
Minister and BJP national
vice-president Raghubar
Das and others in the ap-
pointment of Meinhardt
Singapore Private Limited
as a consultant for the
Ranchi sewerage-drainage
project in 2005. Even the
CAG had pointed out anom-
alies in the functioning of
Meinhardt with regard to
surveys it conducted, while
courts had questioned the
eligibility of the firm.

That is not all. The Singa-
pore-based firm is facing a
major probe in Pakistan, in
what is being labelled by the

media as the Creek Marina
scam. In September 2023,
Pakistan’s Federal Investi-
gation Agency (FIA) regis-
tered a case against the
owners of Creek Marina —
a multi-billion rupee resi-
dential project launched by
Meinhardt more than 18
years ago in partnership
with the Defence Housing
Authority — and senior offi-
cials of local private banks
for their alleged involve-
ment in embezzling billions
of rupees of local buyers and
investors. According to
media reports, Meinhardt
Singapore PTE Ltd (MSPL),
failed to complete the proj-
ect and hand over the flats
to buyers and investors de-
spite the passage of almost

UCC: Ukhand to regulate
live-in relationship

Exempts tribal community from proposed law

The Uttarakhand govern-
ment on Tuesday tabled in
the assembly the Uniform
Civil Code Bill, the first such
move in any State after In-
dependence that could be
followed by similar legisla-
tion in other BJP-run States.

The State’s tribal commu-
nity is exempted from the
purview of the proposed
law, which also mandates
registration of live-in rela-
tionships. Children born of
such relation will be consid-
ered legitimate and deserted
women partner entitled to
maintenance from their
partners.

Coming just ahead of the
Lok Sabha elections, the Ut-
tarakhand Bill ticks off an
important item on the BJP
agenda — a common law on
marriage, divorce, land,
property and inheritance for
all citizens, irrespective of
their religion.

It is likely to be studied
and implement by BJP gov-
ernments in States such as
Gujarat and Assam. Only
Goahas acommon civil law,
in operation since the Por-
tuguese rule. As it sets out
common provisions, the Bill
effectively bans practices
like polygamy -- without

Confusion over 200 units free power scheme

ven as the State gov-
E ernment has an-

nounced plans to
soon launch the Gruha
Jyothi scheme, which
promises 200 units of free
electricity, confusion pre-
vails among citizens as to
who all will be eligible.

With the State govern-

ment yet to issue guide-
lines for the scheme,
which is a component of
the Maha Lakshmi
scheme, misconceptions
too are galore among the
people. Though the Con-
gress party during its poll
campaigning promised to
provide free power to all
households that consume
less than 200 units, there

is widespread talk that
only those who have
Below Poverty Line cards
will be eligible for scheme.
There is also confusion
about whether tenants are
eligible or not. What is the
status of people from
other parts of the country
who are residing in Telan-
gana? What will happen to
those who applied for

200 units, thereis a
talk that only those
Below Poverty Line

will be eligible

White ration cards during
the Praja Palana pro-
gramme? Will this scheme
apply to all of them? Are
only people who belong to
Telangana eligible? Offi-
cials, as of now, are not
able to give clarity on
these issues, creating
more confusion and worry
among the people.
Interestingly, the Maha

Lakshmi portal clearly
mentions that the benefi-
ciaries must apply through
the Praja Palana applica-
tion form by downloading
it, creating confusion as
the Praja Palana applica-
tion receiving process
ended on January 6.
Whether the same appli-
cation submitted during
Praja Palana will be con-
sidered or a fresh applica-
tion needs to be submitted
afresh is not clear.
Officials say that Chief
Minister A Revanth Reddy
will make an announce-
ment on the Gruha Jyothi
scheme in the upcoming
Assembly session and that
clarity will emerge on the
terms and conditions of el-
igibility only after that.
