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BRS walks out over
CM'’s ‘abusive remarks’

Says party denied opportunity to respond; even Media point inaccessible

The State Legislative As-
sembly on Wednesday wit-
nessed an uproar after the
main opposition, the Bharat
Rashtra Samithi (BRS), was
denied an opportunity to
counter a deliberate and in-
tense attack launched by the
treasury benches against the
party and its president,
Leader of Opposition K
Chandrashekhar Rao.

With its members pre-
vented from countering the
verbal attack on the floor of
the House, as Chief Minister
A Revanth Reddy led the at-
tack with what the BRS
called unparliamentary and
intemperate language, BRS
members staged a walkout
from the Assembly.

The commotion began
when Revanth Reddy re-
peatedly used derogatory
language to speak about
Chandrashekhar Rao, forc-
ing the BRS members to
walk into the well of the
house to lodge their protest
with the Speaker. Repeated
attempts made by them to

beat back the offensive of
the Congress were
thwarted. The BRS MLAs
then walked out and sought
to give a rebuttal at least by
speaking to the press at the
Assembly Media Point.
However, in a first in the re-
cent history of the Telan-
gana Assembly, the MLAs

were denied even access to
the Media Point by the mar-
shals who said members
were now prohibited from
speaking at the Media Point
when the session was in
progress. The BRS members
sought to know from the
Chief Marshal whether
there was any such rule pre-

venting members from
speaking to the media. He
assured to get back to them
after talking to the Speaker.
But as he did not turn up, the
BRS members staged a
protest near the BRSLP of-
fice. Senior MLA Kadiyam
Srihari, who was scheduled
to speak on the Vote-on-Ac-

count Budget in the day, had
to move out of the house
with his mission left incom-
plete due to the continued
attack from the treasury
benches, after which he also
joined party leaders KT
Rama Rao and T Harish Rao
in the protest.

Earlier, intervening in the
discussion on the Budget,
Revanth Reddy made cer-
tain remarks against the
Leader of the Opposition.
His attempt was to contest
Rao’s criticism at Tuesday’s
public meeting at Nalgonda
in disapproval of the Medi-
gadda visit organised by the
government by setting aside
the business during the cru-
cial Budget session. BRS
members took strong excep-
tion to his comments and
sought an opportunity to
give a rebuttal.

Srihari said it was unbe-
coming on the part of the
leader of the House to speak
in such a manner. The tone
and tenor he spoke with as
the TPCC president would
not go well as the Chief Min-
ister of the State, he
stressed. (SEEPAGES 2,3)

‘Kakatiya
Thoranam
pride of State’

The BRS took strong objec-
tion to the State govern-
ment’s decision to remove
the historic symbols of the
Kakatiya Thoranam and
Charminar from the State
emblem. Speaking in the
Assembly, BRS member
Kadiyam Srihari said by la-
belling the Kakatiya Tho-
ranam and Charminar as
symbols of monarchy in a
democracy, there seemed
to be a conspiracy to ex-
punge Telangana’s history.

He said Chief Minister A
Revanth Reddy might be
angry with K Chan-
drashekhar Rao and his
party, but it was not right to
remove the Kakatiya Tho-
ranam from the State em-
blem as it was the symbol
of pride and self-respect of
Telangana people. “If
Kakatiya Thoranam and
Charminar are symbols of
monarchy, then what about
our national emblem
which has four Lions taken
from Emperor Ashoka’s
era?” he asked.

Abu Dhabi gets first Hindu temple

Prime Minister Narendra
Modi on Wednesday inau-
gurated Abu Dhabi’s first
Hindu stone temple, de-
scribing it as a symbol of the
shared heritage of humanity
and thanking the UAE for
scripting a new golden
chapter of human history.

Speaking at the inaugura-
tion of the temple built by
the Bochasanwasi Shri Ak-
shar Purushottam Swami-
narayan Sanstha (BAPS),
the Prime Minister pro-
fusely thanked the President
of UAE Sheikh Mohammad
Zayed Al Nahyan for mak-
ing the grand temple in Abu
Dhabi a reality and said he
has not only won the hearts
of Indians living in the Gulf
nation but also of 140 crore
Indians.

“I hope that the BAPS
Mandir will become a sym-
bol of communal harmony
and global unity for the
whole world,” Modi said,
addressing a gathering that
included UAE Tolerance
Minister Sheikh Nahyan bin
Mubarak Al Nahyan and

A first-year MBBS student
was allegedly ragged by his
seniors at the Ramagundam
Medical College.

The student told his par-
ents about the incident on
Tuesday morning and
lodged a complaint with the
college management. Jun-
iors, who staged a protest at
the vice principal’s office,
lodged a complaint with
principal Dr Hima Bindu
Singh.First-year students al-

leged that though they were
giving respect to seniors
and calling them ‘Sir’ or
‘Madam’, the seniors were
harassing them.

Police visited the college
and inquired about the inci-
dent. Reacting to the inci-
dent, the college manage-
ment sent four students
home directing them to ap-
pear along with their par-
ents. The Principal, in a
statement released to the
media on Wednesday, in-
formed that on receiving a
few complaints from first-
year medical students, they
sent four students home
with directions to appear
with their parents.

Centre, farmer
talks today
amid face-off

Three Union Ministers will
meet farmer leaders in
Chandigarh on Thursday
for another round of talks as
the standoff between the
protesters and police at the
Punjab-Haryana border en-
tered its second day,
marked by more clashes be-
tween the two sides.

At Shambhu border point
near Ambala on Wednes-
day, there was intermittent
shelling by security person-
nel at the ‘Delhi Chalo' pro-
testers who are demanding
minimum support price for
their crops. Tear smoke was
used whenever any group
of farmers moved towards
the barricades. Security
personnel faced stone-pelt-
ing from the protesters.

A similar standoff contin-
ued at the at Data Singh-
wala-Khanauri border in
Haryana’s Jind district. But
the situation remained less
volatile compared to Tues-
day, when farmers tried to
shift cement barriers at
Shambhu with their trac-
tors, attempting to push to-
wards Delhi. Farmer leaders
claimed that over 100 pro-
testers were hurt Tuesday,

hit by rubber bullets and
tear gas shells. Police said
24 of their own men were
injured in the stone-pelting
by protesters during the
first day of the protest.
Kisan Mazdoor Sang-
harsh Committee leader
Sarwan Singh Pandher said
the meeting will with minis-
ters Arjun Munda, Piyush
Goyal and Nityanand Rai
will take place at 5 pm
Thursday. It will be the
third round of meetings be-
tween the farmer leaders
and the Centre in Chandi-
garh after farm organisa-
tions announced their plan
to march to Delhi. The two
earlier meetings, held be-
fore the march began, re-
mained inconclusive. The
Samyukta Kisan Morcha
(Non-Political) and the
Kisan Mazdoor Morcha are
spearheading 'Delhi Chalo'
protest.

ucked away in the
corner of the street
near Hanuman tem-

ple at Begum Bazaar, an
unassuming push cart
with the name ‘Kamala Bai
Sweets’ rolls into its regu-
lar spot at exactly 7 pm.
By the time the cart is
parked neatly, already
there is a small group of
customers waiting for the
business to start. Anand,
however, is not perturbed
by the eager customers.
For the past 80 years, his
family has been setting up
the bandi at the same spot
and he is well aware that
his loyal customers will
wait. “Only five varieties
of sweets — Ajmeri Kalak-

hand, Rabdi, Gajar ka
Halwa, Doodh Peda and
Doodh Kalakhand — are
sold between 7 pm and 11
pm every day,” says
Anand, who took over the

business from his mother
Kamala Bai. The flavour-
some menu was intro-
duced by Kamala Bai, who
used to prepare the sweets
at her house in Aghapura

and transport it in the
evenings where it was
sold till late in the night.
After her death, Anand
took over the business.
“Not just locals but people
from far-off places, includ-
ing Karnataka and Maha-
rashtra, who are in the city
visit the bandi,” he says.

Old-timers recall Ka-
mala Bai coming in the
evening along with his son
at the very spot where the
family continues with the
business. “I have been a
regular customer for the
last three decades and so
far there were no com-
plaints about the standard
and taste,” said Vinod
Kumar, a resident of Jam-
bagh. “People place orders
with us for functions as
well,” said Anand.

Mylan’s licence
