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Farmers reject
govt’s proposal

Say will peacefully march
to Delhi at 11 am tomorrow

CHANDIGARH

Farmers leaders taking part
in the ‘Delhi Chalo’ agita-
tion on Monday rejected the
Centre’s  proposal  of
procuring pulses, maize and
cotton at MSP by govern-
ment agencies for five
years, saying it was not in
their interest and an-
nounced that they will
march towards the national
capital on Wednesday.
“We appeal to the gov-
ernment to either resolve
our issues or remove barri-
cades and allow us to pro-
ceed to Delhi to protest
peacefully,” farmer leader
Sarwan Singh Pandher said.
In the fourth round of
talks with farmer leaders, a
panel of three Union Minis-
ters on Sunday proposed
buying of pulses, maize and
cotton crops by govern-
ment agencies at MSP for
five years after entering into
an agreement with farmers.
Earlier on Monday,
Samyukta Kisan Morcha,
which spearheaded the
2020-21 stir, rejected the

Centre’s proposal, saying it
seeks to “divert and dilute”
the farmers’ demand for
MSP and they will accept
nothing less than the ‘C-2
plus 50 per cent’ formula for
MSP as recommended in
the Swaminathan Commis-
sion report. Jagjit Singh
Dallewal, a leader of SKM
(Non-Political), which is
spearheading ‘Delhi Chalo’,
said, “After holding discus-
sion, it has been decided
that the proposal is not in
the interest of farmers and
we reject it.”

TS farmers in a fix as
groundwater depletes

Average levels down to 7.72 mbgl in January, lowest in half a decade

Farmers across Telangana are a worried lot as the State’s groundwater table dries out.

Telangana’s water crisis has
deepened as the average
groundwater levels plum-
meted to 7.72 m below
ground level (mbgl) in Janu-
ary, the lowest in half a
decade.

Alarming declines ex-
ceeding 3 mbgl have been
witnessed in Nagarkurnool,
Nalgonda and Vikarabad
districts. The previous low-
est average groundwater
level in the State was wit-
nessed in January 2020, at
8.88 mbgl.

Over the last five years,
the groundwater levels hov-
ered around 6 mbgl but
plummeted by a massive 1.5
m this year, posing a major
challenge to the State. The
average depth of water lev-

were stored in freezers.

An individual, identified
as R Raghavendra Naik,

had been operating
Haemo Service Laborato-
ries within the apartment,
illegally collecting plasma
from various blood banks

(blood centres) and stock-
piling them for sale in an
unauthorised manner, the
DCA said.

The TSDCA drug in-
spectors detected that
Srikara Hospital Blood
Bank and New Life Educa-
tional Society Blood Cen-
tre were illegally selling
plasma to Naik and not
adhering to the norms.

After inspections, the
TSDCA issued show-
cause notices to Srikara
Hospital Blood Centre and
New Life Educational So-
ciety Blood Centre for the
illegal sale of plasma from
the blood bank.

Fresh Group-I notification
out, 563 posts to be filled

The Telangana State Public
Services Commission
(TSPSC) on Monday issued
a fresh Group-I notification
to fill 563 posts across vari-
ous government depart-
ments.

The earlier notification,
which was released by the
BRS government in April
2022 for the first time after
separate statehood was
achieved, stands cancelled.

According to the new no-
tification, applications have
been invited online from
qualified candidates
through proforma applica-
tion, which will be made
available on
wWww.tspsc.gov.in from Feb-
ruary 23 to March 14 for var-
ious categories of posts for
Group-I services, the new
general recruitment notifi-
cation issued by the State
government stated.

Candidates can start sub-
mitting their Group-I appli-
cations from February 23 to
March 14. The edit option
for those who have submit-
ted their applications will
remain open from 10 am on
March 23 to 5 pm on March
27. The preliminary test
(objective type) will be held
between May and June, and
the schedule for the main
entrance examination (con-
vention type) will be held
between September and Oc-
tober this year.

The submission of online
applications is mandatory
for all candidates and the
TSPSC has advised them to
submit their applications
much before the deadline to
avoid the possibility of dis-
connections/inability  or
failure to login to the TSPSC
website. One Time Regis-
tration (OTR) will not be
considered as an application
for any post under any cir-
cumstances and candidates
need to submit online appli-

cations for this notification
specifically. Applicants are
advised to retain their mo-
bile number and email reg-
istered in OTR for receiving
OTP/SMS for further com-
munication, the notification
stated. The preliminary test
(objective test) will be held
in OMR-based offline
mode/Computer Based Re-
cruitment Test (CBRT)
mode. The TSPSC reserves
the right to conduct the pre-
liminary test either in OMR-
based offline mode or CBRT
mode. The preliminary test
will be held in May-June and
the schedule will be noti-
fied. The schedule for the
main examination, which
will be held in September-
October, will be notified too.
