Chief Minister to launch initiative today

Nearly 40 lakh consumers
in Telangana are eligible to
obtain LPG cylinders at the
subsidised price of Rs 500
under the Maha Lakshmi
scheme. While beneficiaries
are mandated to have ration
cards, only a limited number
of cylinders will be supplied
to each consumer based on
their previous consumption.
Chief Minister A Revanth
Reddy will launch the initia-
tive along with the Gruha
Jyothi scheme for a free
power supply of 200 units to
domestic consumers on
Tuesday.

As per the guidelines is-
sued, the beneficiaries must
have both a ration card and
also an LPG connection. El-
igible individuals should
have already submitted
their Praja Palana applica-
tion. There are 1.25 crore
LPG connections against
over 90 lakh ration cards in
Telangana. The Civil Sup-
plies Department initially
estimated the number of
total beneficiaries to be
around 65 lakh. But now,
fresh estimates have pegged
the number at nearly 40
lakh. Interestingly, this in-
cludes around 1158 lakh
beneficiaries under the
Pradhan Mantri Ujjwal Yo-
jana scheme where the Cen-
tre provides a subsidy of Rs
340 per LPG cylinder.

Further, the consumers
should pay the entire
amount of around Rs 955
upfront.

State government will be
reimbursed through Direct
Benefit Transfer (DBT)
into the bank accounts of
the consumers.

‘Many Indians
discharged
from Russia’

MEA says actively pursuing with Russian army

NEW DELHI

Several Indians, who
worked as support staff to
the Russian army, were ‘dis-
charged’ following India’s
demand, the Ministry of Ex-
ternal Affairs (MEA) said on
Monday. It said India re-
mains committed, as a mat-
ter of “top priority”, to ac-
tively pursuing with the
Russian authorities all the
relevant cases of Indian na-
tionals for an early dis-
charge from the Russian
army.

According to media re-
ports, several Indians have
been working as security
helpers in the Russian mili-
tary, and they were forced
to even fight with Russian
soldiers in certain areas
along Russia’s border with
Ukraine. “We have seen
some inaccurate reports in
the media regarding Indians
with the Russian army seek-
ing help for discharge,” the
MEA said in a statement.

“Each and every such
case brought to the atten-
tion of the Indian embassy
in Moscow has been
strongly taken up with the
Russian authorities and
those brought to the atten-
tion of the Ministry have

In a statement, the
national convener of the as-
sociation, Nasir Khuehami,
said that Azad Yusuf Kumar
and several others have
been ensnared in a fraudu-
lent recruitment scheme,
wherein they were de-
ceived into travelling to
Russia under false promises
of job opportunities in
cooking and cleaning.
