The Bharat Rashtra Samithi
on Saturday organised
State-wide protests con-
demning the illegal arrest of
party leader and MLC K
Kavitha by the Enforcement
Directorate in connection
with the Delhi liquor policy
case. The rank and file of the
party joined the dharnas and
rasta rokos that were staged
across the districts and in
the State capital as well.
They staged demonstra-
tions in front of bus depots
and mandal offices con-
demning the arrest. Effigies
of Prime Minister Narendra
Modi and the BJP were
burnt. BRS activists staged a
dharna at the Old Bus sta-
tion centre in Siddipet. They
raised slogans denouncing
the vendetta politics of the
BJP leadership. BRS leaders
organised a demonstration
in Gangadhara mandal in
Karimnagar district.

Nehru Zoo's oldest inmate
Galapagos Tortoise dies at 125

he senior-most in-
mate of the Nehru
Zoological Park,

the Galapagos Giant Tor-
toise died due to old age
complications here in the
early hours of Saturday.
The giant tortoise was 125
years old. Weighing more
than 200 kg, the giant tor-
toise was brought to the
z00 here in 1969.

According to the offi-
cials, the tortoise was off
feed for the last 10 days
and was under the treat-
ment of the zoo veteri-
nary team headed by Dr
MA Hakeem, Deputy Di-
rector (Vet.).

The initial postmortem
report revealed that the
tortoise died due to multi-

complications early on Saturday.

ple organ failure, and for
further investigations, the
samples were sent to
VBRI and Veterinary Col-
lege, Rajendranagar.

The male tortoise, re-
garded as one of the old-
est inhabitants, had been a
star attraction since the

inauguration of the zoo.
Galapagos Giant Tortoise,
listed as an endangered
species, are eco-thermic
i.e. cold-blooded, and are
known for their sedate
and slow pace of living.
They walk at a speed of
0.3 km per hour.

Kavitha, a
member of the Telangana
Legislative Council and
daughter of former Chief
Minister K Chandrashekhar
Rao, was produced before
Special Judge for ED cases
M K Nagpal, who sent her to
the custody of the federal
anti-money laundering
agency for a week. The ED
had sought her custody for
10 days.

Kavitha, 46, was arrested
from her Banjara Hills resi-
dence on Friday amid
protests by BRS supporters.
While being produced be-
fore the judge, Kavitha
termed her arrest as illegal
and asserted, “We will fight
it out in court.” During the
hearing, senior advocate
Vikram Chaudhari, appear-
ing for Kavitha along with
advocate Nitesh Rana, told
the judge her arrest was “il-

legal”.
The counsel also accused
the federal anti-money

laundering agency of flout-
ing the Supreme Court di-
rection while arresting her.
They claimed the apex
court had directed the ED to
not take any coercive action
against Kavitha before it
hears her plea against the
summons issued by the
agency to her on March 19.
“It is a black day that SC
orders are violated, that an
officer thinks he/she is
above law,” the counsel told
the court. The ED, however,
said it has not made any
statement before a court, in-

Kejriwal in two com-
plaints filed by the ED
against him for skip-
ping summons in a
money laundering case
linked to the alleged
Delhi excise policy
scam. The court of Ad-
ditional Chief Metro-
politan Magistrate
Divya Malhotra also al-
lowed Kejriwal to leave
the courtroom. “Of-
fence being bailable,
accused Arvind Kejri-
wal is admitted to bail,”
it said. The court fur-
ther directed the ED to
hand over documents
related to the com-
plaints to Kejriwal. pi

cluding the Supreme Court,
that no coercive action will
be taken against Kavitha.
“There is enough evidence,
witnesses’ statements
against Kavitha in the case,”
ED said. The agency also ac-
cused Kavitha of destruct-
ing evidence in the case.

“We have summoned
several witnesses to con-
front K Kavitha with,” the
agency told the court.
Though Kavitha has not
been named as an accused
in any chargesheet filed by
the ED, the agency has
claimed she was a key figure
of the “South Group” who
made benami investments
in beneficiary liquor com-
panies. The ED also issued
notices to Kavitha’s hus-
band Anil Kumar and a do-
mestic help. pni
