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Court sends Kejriwal
to six-day ED custody

Probe agency says Delhi Chief Minister a ‘key conspirator’ in excise policy scam

A court here on Friday sent
Delhi Chief Minister Arvind
Kejriwal to the Enforce-
ment Directorate’s (ED)
custody till March 28, a day
after his arrest in the excise
policy-linked money laun-
dering case.

Special Judge Kaveri
Baweja at the Rouse Av-
enue court said Kejriwal
will be produced before the
court on March 28 at 2 pm.
The court passed the order
on the ED’s application
seeking a 10-day custody in
the case.

During the hearing for re-
mand, the ED said Kejriwal
— the AAP’s national con-
vener — was a “key con-
spirator” in the excise pol-
icy scam case along with
other Ministers and party
leaders. Kejriwal was pro-
duced in the trial court
shortly after he withdrew
from the Supreme Court his
plea against his arrest.

The ED told Judge
Baweja that Kejriwal re-
ceived several crores of ru-
pees as kickbacks from the
‘South group’ for formulat-
ing and implementing the
Delhi Excise Policy 2021-22.
He demanded Rs 100 crore
from some accused from
the ‘South group’ for con-
testing the Punjab elections,
Additional Solicitor Gen-
eral (ASG) SV Raju, who ap-
peared for the agency, told
the court.

The law officer said the
money trail showed that Rs
45 crore “kickback” used in

the Goa elections came
from four hawala routes. He
said the statements of the
accused and witnesses have
been corroborated through
Call Detail Records (CDR).
The AAP chief was pro-
duced before the court
around 2 pm amid tight se-
curity on and around the
court premises. “We have
given an application for 10
days’ remand,” ASG Raju
told the court. He said the
AAP is not an individual but
a company, and every per-
son responsible for the con-
duct of the company will be
held responsible. Senior ad-
vocate Abhishek Singhvi,
representing Kejriwal, said
the power of arrest is not
equal to the need of arrest.

BJP posing threat
to democracy: KCR

HYDERABAD: BRS pres-
ident and former Chief Min-
ister K Chandrashekhar Rao
has decried the recent ar-
rests of opposition leaders,
including AAP chief Arvind
Kejriwal, as a dark spot on
India’s democratic history.
He condemned the polit-
ically motivated actions or-
chestrated by the BJP gov-
ernment, posing a threat to
democratic principles. In a
statement released on Fri-
day, Chandrashekhar Rao
criticised the BJP’s alleged
attempts to stifle strong op-

position voices with the ar-
rests of key leaders such as
Jharkhand Chief Minister
Hemant Soren and BRS
MLC K Kavitha. He accused
the BJP government of mis-
using Central investigation
agencies such as the ED,
CBI and I-T to conduct po-
litically motivated attacks
on opposition parties.

He denounced the BJP
government’s actions as
they undermined the demo-
cratic foundation of the na-
tion. He called for prompt
release of those detained.

EAPCET, ICET
schedules revised

The schedules of the Telan-
gana State Engineering,
Agriculture and Pharmacy
(TS EAPCET) 2024 and
Telangana State Integrated
Common Entrance Test
(TSICET) 2024 have been
revised.

EAPCET will now be
conducted from May 7-1],
with the A&P test on May 7-
8 and the engineering test
from May 9-11. Earlier,
EAPCET was scheduled for
May 9-12.

The EAPCET schedule
was revised as it almost
clashed with the Lok Sabha
elections date, i.e., May 13.
The ICET, held for admis-
sions into MBA and MCA
programmes, has been
rescheduled as it coincided
with the election counting

date on June 4. According to
a senior official, the capacity
of centres per session this
time will be increased from
25,000 to 35,000 to accom-
modate the growing num-
ber of students appearing
for the test.

Meanwhile, the JNTU-
Hyderabad, which is hold-
ing the TS EAPCET, re-
ceived 2,15,686 applications,
including 1,54,891 for engi-
neering, 60,624 for A&P and
171 for both, till the last
count on Friday.

The last date for the on-
line submission of applica-
tions without a late fee on
https://eapcet.tsche.ac.in/
is April 6. Corrections, if
any, in the online applica-
tion can be done from April
8-12. With a late fee of Rs
250 and Rs 500, applications
can be submitted up to
April 9 and 14, respectively.

Massive drug
manufacturing
racket busted

Acting on an Interpol alert,
the TS Drugs Control Ad-
ministration (TSDCA),ina
joint operation with the
Prohibition and Excise De-
partment, busted a drug
manufacturing unit at Bol-
laram that was involved in
the illegal manufacturing
of psychotropic substance
3-Methylmethcathinone
(3-MMO).

3-MMC is a highly addic-
tive designer drug that
mimics the effects XTC
and cocaine. The DCA in-
spectors seized 90.48 kg of
3-MMC worth Rs 8.99
crore from the premises of
PSN Medicare Pvt Ltd, IDA
Bollaram, Sangareddy dis-
trict, while the Prohibition
and Excise officers arrested
its director and two other
officials.

Kavitha to
approach

trial court
NEW DELHI: In a set-
back to BRS leader K
Kavitha, the Supreme
Court on Friday re-
fused to grant her bail
in the money launder-
ing case related to the
alleged Delhi excise
policy scam.

A Bench of Justices
Sanjiv Khanna, MM
Sundresh and BelaM
Trivedi asked Kavitha
to approach the trial
court, saying itis a
practice that this court
is following and can-
not bypass the proto-
col. “Issue notice.
Counter affidavit shall
be filed in six weeks.
Rejoinder, if any, in six
weeks. It will be open
to the petitioner to
move the trial court or
invoke any other rem-
edy for grant of bail,”
the Bench said, adding
that all pleas and
contentions available
to the petitioner are
left open.

It clarified that the
court has not made
any comments on the
merits of the case. The
Bench said as far as
Kavitha's plea chal-
lenging the provisions
of the PMLA is con-
cerned, the court is
issuing notice to the
ED and seeking its
response. pTi

State to spend
Rs 20k cr less
than estimates

Shortfall attributed to Cong
govt’s changed priorities

With changed priorities and
a delay in implementing
proposed schemes, Telan-
gana is likely to spend
around Rs 20,000 crore less
than the revised Budget es-
timates for the 2023-24 fi-
nancial year.

As per the revised esti-
mates, the actual expendi-
ture for the fiscal is around
Rs 1.71 1akh crore at the end
of January this is year
against the projected Rs
2.24 lakh crore for the cur-
rent fiscal.

Under the BRS regime,
the State Budget estimates
projected the total expendi-
ture at Rs 2.49 lakh crore,
including revenue expendi-
ture of Rs 2.111akh crore and
capital expenditure of Rs
37,524 crore, for the 2023-24
financial year.

However, while present-
ing the revised estimates for
2023-24, Deputy Chief Min-
ister (Finance and Energy)
Mallu Bhatti Vikramarka re-
vised the total expenditure
to Rs 2,24,625 crore, of
which revenue expenditure
is Rs 1,69,141 crore and capi-
tal expenditure Rs 24,178
crore.

Revenue expenditure is
the operational expenses,
including salaries, pensions
and welfare schemes, while
capital expenditure is typi-
cally an investment in cre-
ating assets for the State
through infrastructure de-
velopment. Before the Con-

gress government was
formed last December, the
actual total expenditure
stood at Rs 1.44 lakh crore.
In January, the actual total
expenditure increased to Rs
1.72 lakh crore, including Rs
138 lakh crore in revenue
expenditure and another Rs
33,991 crore in capital
expenditure.

The actual expenditure of
the Congress regime in the
initial two months was
around Rs 28,086 crore.
Even if the State govern-
ment’s expenditure is an-
other Rs 32,000 crore in
February and March, the ac-
tual expenditure is unlikely
to surpass Rs 2.04 lakh
crore, officials in the Fi-
nance Department said.
