Central, western India expected to be worst-hit, says IMD

India is set to experience ex-
treme heat from April to
June, with the central and
western peninsular parts ex-
pected to face the worst im-
pact, the IMD said on Mon-
day as the country prepares
for the seven-phase general
elections starting April 19.

Sciences Kiren Rijiju said
India is anticipated to expe-
rience extreme weather
conditions in the upcoming
two-and-a-half months and
this coincides with the gen-
eral elections in which
around a billion people are
expected to exercise their

HYDERABAD: The onset of April has brought intense
heat to Hyderabad and several districts of Telangana,
with temperatures soaring above normal levels for this
time of the year. By Monday afternoon, the city was
sweltering under the scorching sun, with the mercury
hovering between 42°C and 43°C, before stabilising just
under 42°C. Several localities in Hyderabad recorded
temperatures exceeding 40°C, marking a sharp in-
crease in the heat intensity. KPHB registered 41.9°C,

while Khairatabad recorded 41.7°C.

Gold hits record high of Rs 69,380 in city

further fueled the upward
trajectory of gold prices.
The ongoing Russia-
Ukraine conflict and the
extension of the Israel-
Hamas war to the Red Sea
region have intensified
geopolitical uncertainty.
In such an environment,
gold is increasingly per-
ceived as a safe haven
asset by investors, driving
up demand and prices. Ex-
perts anticipate continued
volatility in gold markets
as investors seek refuge
amid geopolitical turmoil.

BELING

China has released a fourth
list of 30 new names of var-
ious places in Arunachal
Pradesh amid Beijing’s
stepped-up assertions in
recent weeks to re-empha-
sise its claim over the In-
dian State.

India has been rejecting
China renaming places in
Arunachal Pradesh, assert-
ing that the State is an inte-
gral part of the country and
assigning “invented”
names does not alter this
reality. The Chinese Min-
istry of Civil Affairs re-
leased the fourth list of
standardised geographical
names in Zangnan, the Chi-
nese name for Arunachal
Pradesh which Beijing
claims as part of south
Tibet, Global Times re-
ported. The Ministry web-
site posted 30 additional
names for the region.

Set to take effect from
May 1, the implementation
measures stipulate in Arti-
cle 13 that “place names in
foreign languages that may
harm China’s territorial
claims and sovereignty
rights shall not be directly
quoted or translated with-
out authorisation,” the re-
port said. rm
