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India summons

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Modi conspiring to
divert TS water: KCR
Questions silence of Congress, BJP on Centre’s plans on Godavari water

Stating that Prime Minister
Narendra Modi was con-
spiring to take Godavari
River water to other States
at the cost of Telangana’s in-
terests, Leader of Opposi-
tion and BRS president K
Chandrashekhar Rao ques-
tioned the silence of Parlia-
ment members from the BJP
and the Congress on the
issue. He demanded Chief
Minister A Revanth Reddy
to spell out his stance on the
issue.

Cautioning the people
against supporting the Con-
gress and the BJP in the Lok
Sabha elections, he urged
them to elect BRS candi-

dates to fight the Centre to
safeguard the State’s inter-
ests. Participating in a road
show at Dr BR Amebdkar
junction near Khammam
Zilla Parishad on Monday,
Chandrashekhar Rao said
the Centre had sent a com-
munication to the State gov-
ernment recently on divert-
ing Godavari water to
Karnataka and Tamil Nadu
from Telangana, but, the
Congress government was
keeping quiet on it.

“Neither the BJP nor the
Congress MPs nor the Chief
Minister have raised the
concerns of people of Telan-
gana on the issue to date.
Why do we need such use-
less leaders who cannot
fight for us?” he asked. The

BRS president pointed out
that Godavari River was a
lifeline for Telangana.
Whenever water levels de-
pleted in the Krishna River,
the farmers suffered due to
lack of irrigation water. To
end their problems perma-
nently, he said the previous
BRS government took up
construction of the Sitarama
project at Dummugudem
with 37 TMC and irrigate
erstwhile Khammam dis-
trict.

“Now, Modi is conspiring
to divert water at Itcham-
palli. Though he made a pro-
posal during my tenure, I
categorically rejected it,” he
said, adding that both the
Congress and the BJP lead-
ers only wanted votes and

posts, and were not both-
ered about people’s woes.

The former Chief Minis-
ter also slammed the State
government for trying to
mislead the people on the
power and water shortage in
the State. Citing the day’s
developments on the Osma-
nia University campus,
where the chief warden was
issued a show cause notice
for issuing a circular stating
that the hostels would be
closed due to water and
power shortage, Chan-
drashekhar Rao said he had
himself raised the issue on
multiple occasions, includ-
ing on the power supply dis-
ruption during a visit to V
Srinivas Goud’s residence in
Mahabubnagar. However,

Energy Minister Mallu
Bhatti Vikramarka was ve-
hemently denying a power
shortage.

Earlier, he lashed out at
the BJP-led Central govern-
ment for not extending sup-
port to address farmers’
problems in the State. He re-
minded that under the BRS
regime, Telangana pro-
duced over 3.5 crore tonnes
of paddy competing with
Punjab. When BRS MPs led
by Nama Nageswara Rao
approached the Centre to
purchase broken rice pro-
duced during the Yasangi
(Rabi) crop, he said the
union Minister concerned
advised them to habituate
people of Telangana to eat
broken rice. (SEE PAGES 2, 5)

Delhi Police
summon Revanth

BRS likely to win 
8 LS seats: Survey

The Delhi Police reportedly
issued summons to Chief
Minister A Revanth Reddy
to appear before the Cyber
Crime of its Intelligence Fu-
sion and Strategic Opera-
tions (IFSO) unit on May 1
regarding an allegedly doc-
tored video of union Home
Minister Amit Shah over
scrapping reservations.

According to multiple
news agency reports, Re-
vanth Reddy has been
specifically asked to appear
with his mobile phone. A
two-member Delhi police
team is said to have arrived
at the Gandhi Bhavan here
on Monday to serve the no-
tices. However, the Chief
Minister’s Office Secretary
V Sheshadri said the CMO
had not received any sum-
mons. “Not to the best of my
knowledge. The Chief Min-
ister has not received any
summons,” said Sheshadri. 

Meanwhile, Gandhi Bha-
van in charge T Kumar Rao
said the summons was is-
sued to the party’s social
media in-charge Manne
Satish, Naveen, TPCC State
Secretary Shiva Kumar and
TPCC spokesperson Asma

Tasleem. The summons
clearly mentioned the name
of the social media in charge
and the Chief Minister’s or
TPCC president’s name
was not mentioned, he said,
adding that as the social
media in charge was not in
the office, legal cell member
Ramachandra Reddy re-
ceived the notices. A reply
would be given in 15 days,
Kumar Rao said.

Case related to doctored
video of Shah on reservations

In a shocker to the Congress
and the BJP, the BRS is ex-
pected to emerge as the sin-
gle-largest party in Telan-
gana in the ongoing Lok
Sabha polls. According to a
survey conducted by Hindi
news channel ‘News 24’, the
BRS is likely to win eight
MP seats in the State.

As per the survey, the
BRS would secure 40 per
cent of the vote share in the
Lok Sabha polls to be held
on May 13. During the re-
cent Assembly elections,
the BRS secured a vote
share of 37.35 per cent. Sim-
ilarly, the BJP was likely to
win six MP seats with a vote
share of 28 per cent. The
BJP’s vote share was pre-
dicted to rise from 13.9 per
cent in Assembly elections.

The ruling Congress has
been relegated to third posi-
tion with just two MP seats
and a vote share of 23 per
cent. In the Assembly elec-
tions, the Congress secured
a 39.4 per cent vote share
and was expected to suffer a

major setback within just
five months after assuming
power. About 16.4 per cent
of vote share is suspected to
have eroded for the Con-
gress. Interestingly, the
news channel had predicted
the defeat of the BRS and
the victory of the Congress
in the 2023 Assembly elec-
tion results.

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Update books yearly, NCERT told

The Telangana State Devel-
opment Planning Society
(TSDPS) issued a red alert
for several parts of the
State, anticipating scorch-
ing temperatures that are
expected to range over 47
degrees Celsius in the next
48 hours.

Areas including Jagtial,
Peddapalli, Mancherial, Ku-
muram Bheem Asifabad,
Suryapet, Nalgonda, Kham-
mam, Mahabubabad,
Bhadradri Kothagudem,
Jogulamba Gadwal, Wana-
parthy, and Nagarkurnool
are expected to experience

extreme heat, with temper-
atures soaring up to 47 de-
grees Celsius.

In Hyderabad, the
weather department pre-
dicts a rise in mercury to 41
degrees Celsius, indicating
a prolonged period of in-
tense heat. On Tuesday,
several areas witnessed
high temperatures, with
Matur in Nalgonda record-
ing a scorching 45.5 degrees
Celsius. Other areas that ex-
perienced extreme heat in-
clude Mangapet in Mulugu
at 45.1 degrees Celsius,
Timmapur in Nalgonda at
45.1 degrees Celsius, and
Madugulapally in Nalgonda
at 45 degrees Celsius.

NEW DELHI

The Ministry of Education
(MoE) asked the NCERT to
conduct a review of its text-
books and update them on a
yearly basis, according to
sources. So far, there has
been no mandate on the fre-
quency of updating NCERT
textbooks. 

However, the National
Council of Educational Re-

search and Training has
been occasionally revising
and updating content since
2017. A rationalisation exer-
cise was also conducted in
view of the closure of
schools due to the pan-
demic but there were alle-
gations from a section of
agenda-driven editing.

“In the fast-changing
world of today, it is
important that the textbooks

are absolutely updated. The
NCERT has been asked to
conduct a review on a yearly
basis and update them
ahead of the beginning of
the new academic session...
they are soon going to put a
system in place,” a source
said. “NCERT books once
published should not
remain the same for many
years,” the source said.

CONG INDORE CANDIDATE
OPTS OUT, MAY JOIN BJP
INDORE

In another blow to Congress
after the Surat fiasco, its Lok
Sabha candidate from the In-
dore constituency, Akshay
Kanti Bam, withdrew his
nomination on Monday,
ahead of the May 13 polling,
amid indications that he is
headed to the BJP camp. 

After Bam opted out of
the race, the Congress in

Delhi said there was a
“threat to democracy.” In-
terestingly, the decision of
Bam comes five days after a
court in Indore had asked
for adding a 307 (attempt to
murder) charge in a 2007
case related to a land dis-
pute against him, his father
and others. Indore's Collec-
tor Ashish Singh verified
Bam’s withdrawal of nomi-
nation.

Confusion over closure of OU hostels, mess facilities

T
he issue of shortage
of water and elec-
tricity in Osmania

University campus on
Monday took strange
twists and turns with the
Chief Warden, G Srinivas,
first notifying the immedi-
ate closure of all hostels
and mess facilities from
May 1 to 31, citing severe
power shortage and water
scarcity as reasons.

Hours later, the Regis-
trar, Prof P Laxmi-
narayana, served a show
cause notice to the Chief
Warden for notifying the
closure of hostels and
mess facilities due to a

shortage of water and elec-
tricity supply. As if this
was not enough, by Mon-
day night, the Southern
Power Distribution Com-
pany of Telangana State
Limited decided to jump in

and wrote to the univer-
sity that there was no
shortfall of electricity. In-
cidentally, in a clear sign
of the hap-hazard attempts
at fire-fighting without due
diligence, the Power Dis-

tribution Company erro-
neously addressed that let-
ter to the Vice Chairman
of Osmania University in-
stead of the Vice-Chancel-
lor. Earlier on Monday, the
Chief Warden in the no-

tice announced the closure
of hostels and mess facili-
ties from May 1 to 31 due to
crisis from water and elec-
tricity shortage. “Due to
severe summer, there is a
shortage of water and elec-
tricity in the hostels. All
the boarders are requested
to kindly cooperate in this
regard,” the Chief Warden
in the notice said.

Within hours, the OU
Registrar served show
cause notice on Chief
Warden. “Circular issued
by the Chief Warden on
Monday regarding pur-
ported water and electric-
ity shortage in the univer-
sity was deemed
“unwarranted” and “mis-
leading”.
