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‘Modi only about
slogans, rhetoric’

KCR says BJP-led government neglected the welfare of people

BRS president and former
Chief Minister K Chan-
drashekhar Rao launched a
scathing attack on the
Narendra Modi-led govern-
ment, stating that it had
failed to deliver on its prom-
ises and had neglected the
welfare of the people. De-
spite being in power for a
decade, Modi was confined
to mere sloganeering and
spreading communal hatred
without any tangible accom-
plishments to take credit for,
he said.

Addressing aroadshow in
Nizamabad on Monday, he
pointed out that the people
had elected a BJP MP there
in 2019. But there was no
benefit for the people, he
said, pointing out that Modi
was resorting to only empty
slogans and rhetoric, with
none of the promises made
by the Prime Minister mate-
rialising over the last ten
years. Modi raised slogans
like ‘Sab ka Saath, Sab ka
Vikaas’ and ‘Beti Bachao,
Beti Padhao,” but they failed
to address the real issues
faced by the people.

Citing the latest reports,
Chandrashekhar Rao said
the BJP would not get more
than 210 seats in the ongoing
Lok Sabha elections and that
the slogan of ‘400 par’ was
only to bluff people. The
Congress too would not get
a clear majority. “The next
government at the Centre
will be formed by regional
parties and the BRS can play
akey role in national politics
if we get 14-15 MP seats in
the State,” he said.

“Modi promised ‘Ache
Din’, but gave us ‘Chache
Din’ (deadly days) by in-
creasing fuel prices and tax-
ation through GST,” he said,
also pointing out that since
he was speaking against
Modj, the BJP got his daugh-
ter and MLC K Kavitha ar-

rested in a fabricated case.
“But I will not give up and
will continue to fight against
the BJP,” he vowed.

The BRS supremo also
lashed out at Chief Minister
A Revanth Reddy for calling
Modi his ‘Bade Bhai’ and
wanting to replicate the Gu-
jarat model in Telangana.
“By Gujarat model, did he
mean the Godhra riots
where people were burnt
alive? The Gujarat model is
all sound and no substance,”

he added. On the State gov-
ernment resuming Rythu
Bandhu disbursals, Chan-
drashekhar Rao said the
government had halted the
disbursement of the farm
input assistance and got per-
mission from the ECI to re-
sume it from Monday only
after he stepped out and ex-
posed the government’s in-
efficiency.

“Only because KCR em-
barked on a bus tour, despite
a fractured leg, and raised

his voice against the Con-
gress leaders, the Rythu
Bandhu is being released
now. For this specific rea-
son, we need the BRS in Par-
liament as well,” he as-
serted. Dubbing the BJP a
“dangerous” party, Chan-
drashekhar Rao said the
people were aware of the in-
eptitude of the Nizamabad
MP as well and were deter-
mined to defeat him under
any circumstances.

NEET paper leak
baseless, says NTA

NEW DELHI

The reports claiming ques-
tion paper leak in the med-
ical entrance exam NEET-
UG are  “completely
baseless and without any
ground”, the National Test-
ing Agency (NTA) clarified
on Monday.

Stressing that every ques-
tion paper has been “ac-
counted for”, the NTA said
that purported images of
the question paper circulat-
ing on social media have no
relation with the actual
paper. “It has been ascer-
tained from NTA’s security
protocols and Standard Op-
erating Procedures that the

social media posts pointing
towards any paper leak are
completely baseless and
without any ground. To put
rumours to rest, it is also
stated that every single
question paper has been ac-
counted for,” said Sadhana
Parashar, Senior Director,
NTA. Parashar said that no
external person or agency
can access the centres once
the examination starts.

“All other photographs of
question papers circulating
in social media have no re-
lation to the actual exami-
nation question paper
which has been adminis-
tered,” Parashar further
said. rmi
