TS’ revenue growth
lowest in 4 years

Records increase of just Rs 9,740 crore over previous fiscal

The 2023-24 financial year
has marked Telangana’s
lowest annual increase in
State revenue in the last four
years. The State recorded an
increase of just Rs 9,740
crore compared to the pre-
vious fiscal.

This is against the in-
crease in revenue by Rs
27,566 crore in 2021-22 and
by Rs 31,881 crore in 2022-23.
Despite a significant rise in
revenue receipts, Telangana
has also missed its annual
revenue target by nearly 22
per cent for 2023-24.

The State recorded rev-
enue receipts of Rs 1.69 lakh
crore, falling short of the Rs
2.6 lakh crore target. This
comes despite the Rs 9,740
crore increase over the pre-
vious fiscal year’s revenue of
Rs 1.59 lakh crore against
that year’s estimated target
of Rs 1.93 lakh crore.

The 2023-24 fiscal’s rev-
enue increase is the lowest
in the last four years, since
in 2020-21, plagued by the
economic crisis triggered by
the Covid-19 pandemic and
subsequent lockdowns, the
State’s revenue had actually

As per the latest data sub-
mitted by the State govern-
ment to the Comptroller and
Auditor General (CAQG),
Telangana raked in Rs 2.18
lakh crore in total earnings
against the Budget estimates
of Rs 2.59 lakh crore. Of
these, revenue receipts ac-
counted for Rs 1.69 lakh
crore, including Rs 1.35 lakh
crore from tax revenue, Rs
23,819 crore from non-tax

Iran’s government has de-
cided that the country’s 14th
Presidential election will be
held on June 28, the media
reported.

The election date was de-
termined in a meeting at-
tended by Iran’s first Vice-
President Mohammad
Mokhber, currently assum-
ing the Presidency, Judici-
ary Chief Gholamhossein
Mohseni-Ejei and Parlia-
ment Speaker Mohammad
Bager Qalibaf, as well as
Vice-President for Legal Af-
fairs Mohammad Dehgan
and representatives of the
Iranian Constitutional
Council and Interior Min-
istry, the report said.

Iranian President
Ebrahim Raisi and some
members of his accompany-
ing team, including Foreign
Minister Hossein Amir-Ab-
dollahian, were confirmed
dead on Monday as the
wreckage of the helicopter
carrying them was found
following its crash in bad

One dead
as turbulence
hits flight

BANGKOK

A Singapore Airlines flight
fell 6,000 feet in a span of a
few minutes in severe tur-
bulence over the Indian
Ocean, the carrier said,
leaving a British man dead
and more than two dozen
other passengers injured.
The flight was then di-
verted and landed in stormy
weather in Bangkok.

The 73-year-old British
man may have suffered a
heart attack, though that
has not been confirmed.
His name was not immedi-
ately released. The Boeing
777 flight from London’s
Heathrow airport to Singa-
pore, with 211 passengers
and 18 crew members
aboard, landed at Bang-
kok’s Suvarnabhumi Air-
port.

The Congress-led govern-
ment, which on Tuesday is-
sued orders appointing IAS
officers as V-Cs, has trig-
gered a debate of sorts, with
many pointing out that it
was the same Congress that
had raised objections when
the previous BRS govern-
ment appointed senior IAS
officers as in-charge V-Cs in
2019.

Several Congress leaders
had then said that the State
government should have ap-
pointed regular Vice-Chan-
cellors with full charge in-

stead of  appointing
in-charge V-Cs. Senior
leader Gudur Narayan

Reddy, who later switched
sides to the BJP, had also al-
leged that the then Chief
Minister, K Chandrashekhar
Rao, had assigned the job to
IAS officers instead of rop-
ing in experienced academi-
cians to lead the universities.
