EC releases seat-wise
turnout of five phases

Says any alteration in number of votes polled is not possible

The Election Commission
(EC) on Saturday came out
with the constituency-wise
data on the number of votes
cast in the first five phases of
the Lok Sabha polls and said
there is a pattern in creating
false narratives and mis-
chievous designs to vitiate
the electoral process.

It also asserted that any
alteration in the number of
votes polled is not possible.
The poll panel came out
with the absolute number of
voters on its own a day after
the Supreme Court refused
to issue directions to it on an
NGO’s plea for uploading
the polling booth-wise voter
turnout data on its website.

The EC said it has decided
to further expand the format
of the turnout data to in-
clude the absolute number
of voters in every con-
stituency. The absolute
numbers are discernable
constituency-wise by all cit-
izens by applying the
turnout percentage to the
total number of electors,
both already made available
in the public domain, the
poll panel said.
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Electors are those on the
electoral roll and eligible to
vote. Voters are those who
actually cast their votes in
an election. While the EC
had been issuing the turnout
percentage, there were de-
mands to make the actual
number of voters in every
phase public. Referring to
the apprehension expressed
by some opposition parties
that the turnout data can be
fudged, the poll panel said
the process of collection and
storage of the votes polled is
rigorous, transparent and
participative.

The entire exercise of re-
leasing the turnout data

from the date of commence-
ment of the Lok Sabha polls
on April 19 has been “accu-
rate, consistent and in ac-
cordance with election laws
and without any discrep-
ancy whatsoever”, EC said.
Explaining the details, it
said the final list of electors is
given to the candidates after
the list of the contesting can-
didates is finalised. “Autho-
rised agents of all candidates
will be having form 17C (the
document that records the
booth-wise data of the votes
polled) across 543 seats dis-
tinctively for each of the ap-
proximately 10.5 lakh polling
stations,” it underlined, indi-

23, including kids, killed
in Rajkot gaming zone fire

RAJKOT

At least 23 persons, includ-
ing children, were killed in a
massive fire that swept
through a gaming zone
teeming with people enjoy-
ing a summer vacation out-
ing in Gujarat’s Rajkot city
on Saturday, officials said.

Relief and Rescue opera-
tions have been underway
at the affected TRP game
zone for more than five
hours after the blaze
erupted at a fibre dome con-
structed for gaming activi-
ties at around 4:30 pm, offi-
cials said, adding that the
structure collapsed due to
the huge fire.

“So far we have con-
firmed the death of 23 per-
sons in the fire incident. The
bodies are completely
charred and it is difficult to
identify them,” said Assis-

tant Commissioner of Police
(ACP) Vinayak Patel. Ac-
cording to eyewitnesses,
several people, including
children were playing
games at the game zone, lo-
cated on Nana-Mava Road,
when the tragedy struck.
Rajkot Collector Prabhav
Joshi said the Fire Control
Room received a call at
around 4:30 pm regarding
the blaze at the game zone.
“Fire tenders and ambu-
lances rushed to the spot to
douse the flames. The fire
caused the collapse of the

structure, and debris is
being cleared,” Joshi added.
However, the exact cause of
the massive fire is not
known. The State govern-
ment has assigned the in-
vestigation to a SIT.

Prime Minister Narendra
Modi has expressed grief at
the loss of lives in the fire
tragedy and said the local
administration is working to
provide all possible assis-
tance to those affected.

“The fire tragedy in Ra-
jkot has saddened us all. In
my telephone conversation
with him a short while ago,
Gujarat CM Bhupendrabhai
PatelJi told me about the ef-
forts underway to ensure all
possible assistance is pro-
vided to those who have
been affected,” he said on X.
Patel has announced an ex
gratia of Rs 4 lakh to the kin
of each of the deceased. e
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cating that there is no scope
for fudging the data.

It further said the total
number of votes polled in a
constituency, as recorded in
form 17C, can never be
changed even by anyone’s
hypothetical mischief, as it
is available with all the con-
testing candidates. Agents
of the candidates are always
allowed to accompany the
EVMs and statutory papers,
including form 17C, from the
polling station till those are
stored in a strong room in
accordance with Rule
49V(2) of the Conduct of
Election Rules, 1961, it noted.

The Medigadda barrage,
part of the Kaleshwaram
Lift Irrigation Project
(KLIP), which was in-
spected by the Central
Water and Power Research
Station (CWPRS) team as
part of its geotechnical and
geophysical investigations,
was deemed to be safe, de-
spite persisting issues per-
taining to its seventh block.

The CWPRS was engaged
by the State government
along with two other Cen-
tral agencies for further in-
vestigations.

Gaps that occurred be-
neath the seventh block raft
system due to the failure of
secant piles were suspected
to have caused the sagging
of the 20th pillar of the sev-
enth block while the struc-
tures in the seven other
blocks were found to be in-
tact and sound enough to
support resumption of
water lifting operations, ac-
cording to officials.

They are of the opinion
that the barrage could be
put to use by taking up sand
and cement grouting to fill
the gaps caused due to dis-
location of underground
soils beneath the raft sys-
tem. The L&T, which has
been engaged for the imple-

mentation of the interim
works recommended by the
NDSA team, has already
commenced the works. Ef-
forts are on to complete
them under a time-bound
programme well before the
monsoon sets in bringing
floods into the river. By all
means, they wanted to com-
plete a major part of the
works on the structure in
the river bed by June 10, so
that even heavy floods
would not hamper the work
progress.

Stock-taking mission

The irrigation officials, after
several rounds of stock-tak-
ing done in all its eight
blocks with an end-to-end
investigation, defended the

project, stating that the sink-
ing of barrage pillars was a
minor occurrence and that
the project remained safe.
The implementing agency
had completed the manda-
tory electrical resistivity to-
mography (ERT) and
Ground Penetrating Radar
(GPR) tests for imaging sub-
surface structures covering
all eight blocks of the proj-
ect.

The structural issues
spotted in the seven block
also could be addressed by
completing the necessary
tests for which sophisti-
cated equipment was being
acquired as desired by the
central organisations, that
were tasked with the job,
they said.

Cong man tries to set ablaze BRS councillor

Hyd tOurlsts fo ow Google Maps, land in stream!

A group of tourists from Hy-
derabad drove into a stream
swollen with water near Ku-
ruppanthara in this south
Kerala district, apparently
after using Google Maps,
police claimed on Saturday.

The incident occurred
late on Friday when the
four-member group, in-
cluding a woman, was
going towards Alappuzha.
The road they were travel-
ling on was covered by

water overflowing from
the stream due to the
heavy rains and since the
tourists were unfamiliar
with the area, they drove
right into the water body
while navigating using
Google maps, they
claimed.

All four managed to es-
cape unharmed due to the
efforts of a nearby police
patrolling unit and local
residents, but their vehicle
was completely submerged
under the water. “Efforts

are on to pull it out,” an offi-
cer of Kaduthuruthy police
station said. This is not the
first such incident reported
in Kerala.

In October last year, two
young doctors died in a car
accident which occurred
after they allegedly fol-
lowed directions on Google
Maps and fell into a river.
Following the incident, the
Kerala police had issued
cautionary guidelines for
using the technology dur-
ing the monsoon season. 1
