Probe paddy sales, fine rice purchases: KTR

BRS working president KT
Rama Rao on Sunday de-
manded a probe into scams
worth over Rs 1,100 crore in-
volving the Congress gov-
ernment, pertaining to
paddy sales and fine rice
purchases in Telangana.

He wanted the State gov-
ernment to immediately
cancel the tenders and initi-
ate strict action against the
companies involved, be-
sides seeking an investiga-
tion by central agencies
such as the Enforcement
Directorate, Central Bu-
reau of Investigation and
Vigilance Department into
the scams.

He said Congress leaders,
who were collecting bribes
from people from various
sectors, had raised the cur-
tains for the massive scam
involving the Chief Minis-
ter’s Office and senior Con-
gress leaders from Delhi.
He stated that despite the
BRS exposing the scandal
about 15 days ago, there was
no response from either
Chief Minister A Revanth
Reddy or Civil Supplies
Minister N Uttam Kumar
Reddy in this regard.

Addressing a press con-
ference at the Telangana
Bhavan here on Sunday,
Rama Rao said the first
scam involved global ten-
ders for the sale of 35 lakh
tonnes of paddy, and the
second was the purchase of
2.2 lakh tonnes of fine rice
for residential welfare hos-
tels. Both the scams
amounted to Rs 1,100 crore.

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7 newborns die in Delhi blaze

Hospital operating illegally with ‘expired’ licence, owner held

NEW DELHI

Seven newborns were killed
and five injured in a massive
fire at a private neonatal
hospital in east Delhi’s
Vivek Vihar that was al-
legedly operating illegally
with an “expired” licence
and no clearance from the
Fire Department, according
to officials.

Police said on Sunday
they arrested the hospital’s
owner Dr Naveen Khichi
and Dr Aaksh, who was on
duty at the time of the inci-
dent on Saturday night.

According to areport sub-
mitted by the District Mag-
istrate (Shahdara) to the
Delhi Divisional Commis-
sioner, there were 12 babies
admitted in the hospital at
the time of the incident.

While one died on the
spot, 11 were shifted to a hos-
pital in the vicinity where
six were declared dead on
arrival. The deceased chil-
dren included four boys and
three girls. All were 15 days
old except one boy aged 25
days. The bodies have been
shifted to the GTB Hospital
for postmortem, the police
said. A case has been regis-

tered at Vivek Vihar police
station under IPC sections
336 (act endangering life and
personal safety of others)
and 304A (causing death by
negligence), 304 (punish-
ment for culpable homicide
not amounting to murder)
and 308 (attempt to commit
culpable homicide).

The initial cause of the
fire is stated to be a short cir-
cuit but a probe is on,
Deputy Commissioner of
Police (Shahdara) Surendra
Choudhary said.

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Rams clalm 8 lives across State

A tree which got uprooted following heavy rains and strong winds at Vanasthalipuram in Hyderabad on Sunday.

Eight people, including a 10-
year-old boy, were killed in
separate incidents as rains
lashed different parts of the
State on Sunday.

At Indrakal village of Tan-
dur suburb in Nagarkurnool
district, four people were
killed when an under-con-
struction chicken farm shed
collapsed on them. The con-
dition of two others was
stated to be critical.

According to reports, the
under-construction shed,

which had a sheet roof, col-
lapsed due to strong winds
that blew on Sunday
evening. The owner of the
shed, Mallesh, a 10-year-old
boy and two labourers lost
their lives in the incident.
About six labourers were
working at the site at the
time of the incident.

Locals, who noticed the
incident, immediately
rushed to rescue the people
trapped under the shed.
However, four of them died
on the spot and two others
sustained grievous injuries.
In another incident, two

persons were killed when a
tree fell on them at Keesara
on Hyderabad outskirts on
Sunday. The incident oc-
curred when Nagireddy
Ram Reddy, a farmer, along
with his friend Dharma
Reddy, were going on a bike
from Thimmaipally to
Shamirpet.

“When they reached
Venugopal Swamy Road, a
big tree got uprooted due to
heavy gales and fell on the
duo. They were crushed
under the tree and sus-
tained  injuries,”  said
Keesara Sub Inspector U

Madhu. While Ram Reddy
died on the spot, Dharma
Reddy was shifted to a pri-
vate hospital at ECIL where
he died while undergoing
treatment. The police regis-
tered a case. In Siddipet, two
persons died while three
others were seriously in-
jured after the wall of a poul-
try farm collapsed at Kshira
Sagar in Mulugu mandal on
Sunday. The victims were
identified as Ganga Gouris-
hankar (30) and Bhag-
yamma (42). Three others
sustained injuries in the wall
collapse. (SEE PAGES 2,3)

Medigadda pumping
ops likely to resume

Even as interim works taken
up on the Medigadda bar-
rage gained momentum,
pumping operations are
likely to be resumed to lift
water from Godavari well
before the completion of
these works.

“The licence is-
sued to the Baby Care New
Born Child Hospital by Di-
rectorate General of Health
Services (DGHS), Govern-
ment of Delhi, had already
expired on March 31.

“Even the expired licence
issued to the said hospital al-
lowed for five beds only,”
DCP Surendra Choudhary
said. “During the investiga-
tions, we got to know that
the doctors are not quali-
fied/competent to treat the
newborn children in need of
neonatal intensive care, as
they are BAMS degree hold-
ers only,” said the DCP.

The police said that there
was no fire extinguisher in-
stalled in the hospital for
any emergency in case of
fire and there was no emer-
gency exit. Officials of the
Fire Department said that
the hospital did not have a
clearance from the depart-
ment. pTi

BJP firm on
simultaneous
polls, UCC,

Shah said the Uniform Civil
Code for the entire country
will be implemented within
the next five years after ex-
tensive consultations with
all stakeholders if BJP re-
turns to power.

Transgenders to run fuel outlet

Perhaps the first-of-its-kind
in these parts of the country,
a fuel station managed by
transgender persons will
soon begin operations in the
district.

Going a step ahead of
such conventional employ-
ment units, the district ad-
ministration came up with
the idea of operating a fuel
station with transgender
persons and prepared pro-

posals in January this year.
Besides discussing the proj-
ect in review meeting held
in February, Collector
Anurag Jayanthi passed in-
structions to officials to take
steps for the establishment
of the fuel station.
