Hyd among six cities with rising heat stress

Increasing concretisation
and humidity levels are ex-
acerbating heat stress in
India’s megacities, including
Hyderabad, which are not
cooling down at night at the
same rate as a decade ago,
according to a new report
by the Centre for Science
and Environment (CSE).

The CSE analysed sum-
mer air temperature, land
surface temperature, and
relative humidity data for
six megacities — Delhi,
Mumbai, Kolkata, Hyder-
abad, Bengaluru and Chen-
nai — from January 2001 to
April 2024.

The think tank found that
increased humidity is wors-
ening heat stress across all
climate zones, even nullify-
ing the marginal drop in air
temperatures in Delhi and
Hyderabad.

Barring Bengaluru, sum-
mertime average relative
humidity has increased by 5-
10 per cent in the other five
megacities from 2014-2023
compared to the 2001-2010
average. The CSE report

Farmers lathi-charged in Adilabad

Cops deny, say they were only trying to prevent a ‘stampede’

Tension prevailed on
Tuesday when police lathi-
charged farmers standing
in queue for cotton seed in
Adilabad district. Farmers
from several parts of the
district thronged seed dis-
pensing outlets from 7 am
following the shortage of
‘Rashi-2’ brand seed. Police
force was deployed at seed
dispensing outlets to con-
trol the crowd as farmers
formed serpentine queue
to buy seed.

Queue gets longer
However, farmers say they
were allowed to buy only
two packets of seed, con-
taining 400 grams each. An
argument ensued between
farmers and police when
the former jostled with
each other to purchase
seed. Following this, the
police allegedly resorted to
lathi-charge to disperse the
farmers.

Meanwhile, Adilabad I
Town Inspector Satya-
narayana said the police
did not resort to lathi-
charge on farmers. He said
that police were only try-
ing to prevent a stampede
and bring the situation
under control. “Farmers
jostled with each other to
buy seed and we requested
them to wait for their turn,”
he said. (SEEPAGE2)

23 killed, several missing as Lifesavers

rain, landslides hit Mizoram boy in Goa

AIZAWL

Atleast 23 people, including
13in a stone quarry collapse,
were killed in Mizoram on
Tuesday due to landslides
and incessant rain in the af-
termath of cyclone ‘Remal’,
state disaster management
authority said.

Several other people went
missing in landslides,
mostly in the State capital
region, which was cut off
from the rest of the country
for several hours during the
day and bore the brunt of
the natural calamities.

In a massive landslide, at
least 13 people, including
two minors, were killed and
eight others were missing as
a stone quarry collapsed in
Aizawl district, the Mizo-
ram State Disaster Manage-
ment Authority (MSDMA)
said. “Among the deceased
in the stone quarry collapse

officer said. Three persons
were also killed and 17 oth-
ers injured in separate inci-

Two persons died
and over 500 others were in-
jured as  downpours
wreaked havoc in Megha-
laya.

Apologise or face wrath: BRS

The BRS strongly con-
demned the lathi-charge in
Adilabad and called it the
government’s attack on
farmers.

Phone tapping: Selective
‘leaks’ to divert attention?

In a curious turn of events,
leaks regarding former DCP
Radha Kishan Rao’s pur-
ported confessions about
the alleged phone tapping
case during the BRS regime
have emerged.

This timing raises serious
questions about the motives
behind these leaks, suggest-
ing a calculated move by the
Congress government to di-
vert attention from its nu-
merous unfulfilled electoral
promises and the corrup-
tion scandals that have been
brought to light by the BRS.
The BRS has been actively

exposing the Congress gov-
ernment’s involvement in
significant scams, including
the paddy and liquor scan-
dals, and has been demand-
ing justice for the murder of
Sridhar Reddy. With such
intense scrutiny and pres-
sure, the BRS wonders
whether Congress is seek-
ing to divert public atten-
tion through sensational
media leaks on phone tap-
ing.

Radha Kishan Rao was ar-
rested on March 29 and has
been in judicial custody
since then. Despite his in-
terrogation months ago,
these alleged confessions
were only now leaked

through select media out-
lets and social media han-
dles. The BRS leaders find
the release of such crucial
information highly suspi-
cious and indicative of
strategic timing meant to
overshadow the Congress
government’s ongoing is-
sues.

Furthermore, Radha Kis-
han Rao’s current circum-
stances raise more ques-
tions. “DCP Radha Kishan
Rao is stationed in Barrack

chalguda. He is not allowed
to meet anyone, no one is al-
lowed to meet him,” ques-
tioned BRS leader Krishank
Manne.

Child trafhicking racket
busted, 11 infants rescued

An inter-State child traffick-
ing racket, involving sus-
pects from different States,
was busted by the
Rachakonda DPolice on
Tuesday. The police res-
cued 1l infants during the
operation conducted in the
two Telugu States of Telan-
gana and Andhra Pradesh.
Eleven persons were ar-
rested by the police in con-
nection with the racket and
are suspected of having
links to Delhi and Pune in
Mabharashtra. Rachakonda
CP Tarun Joshi said the
prime suspect, Shobarani,
who also runs a health clinic
at Medipally, along with
Swapna and Saleem, were
bringing the infants from
Delhi and Maharashtra.
“The trio, with the help of
their associates, was selling
infants to childless couples
between Rs 1lakh and Rs 5.5
lakh and earning hefty prof-
its through illegal business.
On specific information,
Shobarani was nabbed and
11 infants, based on informa-
tion provided by her, have

been rescued,” he said.
Three people — Kiran and
Prethi of Delhi, and Kanna-
iah of Pune in Maharashtra
— were supplying the in-
fants to Shobarani and her
associates. Presently, the
trio is absconding. “We are
sending teams to Delhi and
Pune to trace Kiran, Prethi
and Kannaiah. After they
are caught, we can know
about the biological parents
of the infants. In further in-
vestigation we will know if
any infant was kidnapped or
willingly sold by their bio-

logical parents for money,”
said Tarun Joshi. Two of
the infants, who were res-
cued, were shifted to Shishu
Vihar at Ameerpet. He said
around 50 infants were sold
by Shobarani and her gang
in two Telugu States.

“Adopting a child through
the legal process is a big
process and to avoid it,
childless couples are buying
them through agents and
brokers which is illegal,” he
said, adding there is also
suspicion of some infants
sold to NRI couples.
