State govt also postpones changes in design of Telangana Thalli statue

Faced with fierce criticism
from different sections of
people and the main opposi-
tion Bharat Rashtra Samithi
(BRS), the State govern-
ment has postponed the
plans to make changes to the
State emblem and Telan-
gana Thalli statue.

Initially, the State govern-
ment had planned to unveil
the new emblem, Telangana
Thalli statue and Telangana
State song on June 2 as part
of the Telangana Formation
Day celebrations.

However, the decision to
release the State song on
June 2 and postpone the
changes in the State emblem
were taken during a meeting
chaired by Chief Minister A
Revanth Reddy with repre-
sentatives from different
political parties at the Sec-
retariat on Thursday.

The song was written by
poet Ande Sri and com-
posed by Oscar-winning
music director MM Keera-
vani. There are two versions
of the song - the complete
version lasts 13.30 minutes
and the shorter version is
2.30 minutes.

Reddy said as part of re-

In an appeal to voters of Punjab ahead of
the seventh-phase of Lok Sabha polls on
June 1, Singh asserted that only the Con-
gress can ensure growth-oriented progres-
sive future where democracy and Consti-
tution will be safeguarded. He also hit out
at the BJP government for imposing an
“ill-conceived” Agniveer scheme on the

armed forces.

I appeal
to the people not to fall prey
to false campaigns,” Re-
vanth Reddy said.

No pay for NHM staft since 2 months

Field-level workers imple-
menting various public
health schemes under Na-
tional Health Mission
(NHM) in Telangana were
yet to receive their salaries
for two months.

Inordinate delay in re-
lease of salaries was impact-
ing public health initiatives,
as NHM workers were find-
ing it difficult to focus on im-
plementing the schemes
while they remain unpaid
for nearly 60 days, former
Health Minister T Harish
Rao said on Thursday.

On one hand, the Con-
gress-led government boasts
that it releases salaries for all
government employees on
the first day of every month.
However, in reality, it was
quite different, as evident
from the travails of the NHM
workers, he said. The NHM
workers are employed in all
UPHCs, PHCs, Basthi

A total of
17,541 NHM employees were
discharging duties in 78 dif-
ferent health departments.

The high-pitched cam-
paigning for the seventh
and final phase of Lok Sabha
elections in 57 seats in seven
States and the Union Terri-
tory of Chandigarh on June
1 ended on Thursday
evening. Polling is sched-
uled in all 13 seats of Punjab
and four of Himachal
Pradesh, 13 constituencies
in Uttar Pradesh, nine in
West Bengal, eight in Bihar,
six in Odisha and three seats
in  Jharkhand besides
Chandigarh.

Prime Minister Narendra
Modi is seeking a third con-
secutive term from
Varanasi. Voting is already
over in 486 seats in 28 States
and union territories. The
turnout in the first six
phases was 66.14 per cent,
66.71, 65.68, 69.16, 62.2 and
63.36 per cent, respectively.

Counting of votes will be
taken up on June 4. The
campaigning saw BJP lead-
ers led by Modi accusing
the Congress and the
LN.D.I.A alliance of being
corrupt, anti-Hindu and en-
gaging in loot, appeasement
and dynastic politics. The

Heat wave conditions pre-
vailed in eight mandals
across the State on Thurs-
day, with Bheemaram in
Mancherial recording the
highest temperature of 47.2
degrees Celsius. Nearly 20
mandals, especially those in
the Northern Telangana,
recorded over 45.8 degrees
Celsius on Thursday.

Heat wave conditions
also prevailed in Kagazna-
gar, Asifabad, Vemanpally,
Bellampally, Hajipur,
Kasipet, Kamanpur and Sul-
tanabad mandals as temper-

atures soared to over 45.7
degrees Celsius in these
mandals, Telangana State
Development Planning So-
ciety said in its report re-
leased at 5 pm.

Generally, a heat wave
criterion is considered
when the maximum tem-
perature of a station
reaches more than 40 de-
grees Celsius. In case the
maximum temperature de-
parture is 4.5 degrees Cel-
sius to 6.4 degrees Celsius
from the normal tempera-
ture recorded during this
time of the year, it is also
considered a heat wave.
Similarly, when the actual

temperature exceeds more
than 45 degrees Celsius, it is
also considered a heat wave
condition. In May, the aver-
age maximum temperature
in the State was 40.3 de-
grees Celsius and the high-
est maximum temperature
of 48.9 degrees Celsius was
recorded at Dandepalle in
Mancherial on May 30,
2015.

Met department, in its re-
port, said the maximum
temperature is likely to
hover between 41 degrees
Celsius and 44 degrees Cel-
sius at several places in the
State on Friday.

Monsoon sets in over Kerala, northeast: IMD

NEW DELHI

Spurred by cyclone Remal,
the southwest monsoon set
in over the Kerala coast
and parts of the northeast
on Thursday, a day earlier
than forecast by the weather
office.

Weather scientists said
the cyclone, which ripped
through West Bengal and
Bangladesh on Sunday, had
pulled the monsoonal flow

to the Bay of Bengal, which
could be one of the reasons
for early onset over the
northeast.

“Southwest monsoon has
set in over Kerala and ad-
vanced into most parts of
northeast India today, the
30th May, 2024,” the India
Meteorological Department
said. On May 15, the weather
office announced the onset
of monsoon over Kerala by
May 31. Kerala has been re-

ceiving heavy rains for the
past few days resulting in a
surplus May rainfall, the
weather office data showed.

The normal monsoon
onset date for Kerala is June
1and for Arunachal Pradesh,
Tripura, Nagaland, Megha-
laya, Mizoram, Manipur and
Assam is June 5. El Nino
conditions are prevailing at
present, and La Nina may
set in by August-September,
scientists said. pm
