The Bharat Rashtra Samithi
(BRS) on Thursday came
out fiercely countering
Chief Minister A Revanth
Reddy’s accusations that the
BRS had aided the BJP to se-
cure eight seats in the recent
Lok Sabha elections in
Telangana.

Modi to be elected
NDA leader today

NEW DELHI

Newly elected MPs of the
BJP-led National Demo-
cratic Alliance (NDA) are
expected to meet on Friday
to elect Narendra Modi as
their leader, paving the way
for him to take oath as
Prime Minister for a third
term.

The swearing-in is likely
to be held on Sunday. After
Modi’s election as the
leader of NDA MPs, senior
members of the alliance,
such as TDP’s N Chan-
drababu Naidu and JD(U)’s
Nitish Kumar, will join the
Prime Minister for a meet-
ing with President
Droupadi Murmu to pres-
ent her the list of parlia-
mentarians supporting him,
some alliance members
said. He may be sworn in
over the weekend, possibly
Sunday, they added.

The NDA has 293 MPs,
comfortably above the ma-
jority mark of 272 in the 543-
member Lok Sabha. Senior
BJP leaders, including union

Coalition MPs to
meet, Modi likely to
take oath as Prime
Minister on Sunday,
Cabinet berths to be
decided by him, Nitish

Ministers Amit Shah and
Rajnath Singh, held deliber-
ations through the day on
Thursday as the party set in

“The matter of Cabinet
berths will be decided by
Prime Minister Narendra
Modi and our party chief
Nitish Kumar ji.

Demands JPC probe as retail investors lost Rs 30 lakh crore

Congress leader Rahul
Gandhi on Thursday alleged
that Prime Minister Naren-
dra Modi and Home Minis-
ter Amit Shah were “directly
involved” in what he de-
scribed as the “biggest stock
market scam” in which retail
investors lost Rs 30 lakh
crore, and demanded a Joint
Parliamentary Committee
(JPC) probe into it.

Assam hikes fuel rates
day after poll results

GUWAHATI

A day after the Lok Sabha
poll results were declared,
the Assam government
hiked taxes on petrol and
diesel.

The Assam government
has hiked VAT on petrol
and diesel and as a result,
petrol gets costlier by Rs
1.01 while the price of diesel
has been increased by Rs
1.02 in the State since
Thursday midnight.

People have expressed
their displeasure at fuel sta-
tions over the hike in fuel
prices. But Chief Minister

Himanta Biswa Sarma
claimed that the prices of
fuel are cheaper in Assam
by at least Rs 7 compared to
Opposition-ruled  States
such as West Bengal.

He defended the State
government’s decision as-
serting that the prices are
cheaper by a good margin in
Assam compared to other
States. “Before the Lok
Sabha polls, we made
petrol-diesel prices cheaper
by Rs 3 per litre. But due to

Jagan asks Andhra
