All eyes on real estate
scenario in Telugu States

NEW DELHI

With Telugu Desam Party
becoming a key partner in
the Union government,
there is likely to be greater
emphasis on real estate in-
frastructure and pro-busi-
ness policies in Andhra
Pradesh. 

This is expected to draw
in more IT firms and other
industries, increasing the
demand for commercial real
estate. Parallelly, this could
lead to a moderation in real
estate growth in Hyderabad,
a key metropolitan in the re-
gion. 

The recent Lok Sabha
election results and N Chan-
drababu Naidu’s Telugu
Desam Party joining the
NDA as a key partner at the
Centre, besides it coming
back to power in Andhra
Pradesh at the same time
with an overwhelming ma-
jority paint positive picture
for the State’s real estate and
infrastructure ecosystem.  

“The peoples’ mandate in
neighbouring Andhra
Pradesh with a large major-
ity and an important ally at
the Centre may lead to mod-
eration of real estate growth
in Hyderabad,” real estate
consultancy firm Anarock
said on Tuesday, analysing
consequences of election re-

sults and real estate market
in booming Hyderabad and
Andhra Pradesh. Land
prices in Hyderabad had ap-
preciated by over 30% in the
last three years, which is an
indication of strong real es-
tate market in the major city
in Telangana. The inflated
land costs have influenced

prices rises across real es-
tate asset classes in metro-
politan. However, with a
strong government in
Andhra Pradesh which hap-
pens to be a key ally in NDA,
Anarock asserts that some
out-migration of businesses
or residents to AP is possi-
ble, especially if Naidu-led

government offers lucrative
incentives. “This could
draw some investments
away from Hyderabad, lead-
ing to a temporary correc-
tion in real estate prices and
a potential dip in the com-
mercial real estate market,”
said the real estate consult-
ant. (SEE PAGE 2)

HYDERABAD: The future of
the real estate sector,
which is witnessing a lean
period in Telangana, espe-
cially in Hyderabad, has be-
come a hot topic in differ-
ent circles following the
political developments in
the neighbouring State of
Andhra Pradesh. 

With Telugu Desam chief
and AP Chief Minister-des-
ignate N Chandrababu
Naidu declaring Amaravati
as the State capital, the
buzz over real estate
prospects in Hyderabad
gathered steam on Tues-
day. Many feel that the
current slump could turn
worse, with prices here
standing a chance to fall.

Balaji, an X user said:
“Rates in Hyd are far be-
yond the reach for middle
class to invest. Correction
should happen whereas in
AP one can research and
get a good deal. Entering
with a good price point is
the key..” Viswa, another X
user said: “People invest in
the areas where they can
get higher returns for next

Amaravati AP capital,
Naidu to take oath today

Teacher, AEE job aspirants take to streets in Hyderabad

AMARAVATI

Andhra Pradesh Chief Min-
ister-designate N Chan-
drababu Naidu on Tuesday
declared that Amaravati is
the State capital. Address-
ing a meeting of the newly-
elected MLAs of the Na-
tional Democratic Alliance
(NDA), which elected him
as the leader, he made it
clear that his government
would not play with the
State’s future in the name of
three State capitals and
would continue develop-
ment of Amaravati as the
State capital.

“Even after 10 years we
are not in a position to say
where is our State capital,”
he said, slamming the previ-
ous government of YSR
Congress Party for putting a
halt to the development of
Amaravati as the State cap-
ital. In 2019, the Jaganmo-
han Reddy-led government
reversed the decision by the

earlier TDP government to
develop Amaravati as the
State capital and announced
that three capitals would be
developed. The YSCRP
government had mooted
Visakhapatnam as the ad-
ministrative capital, Kur -
nool as the judicial capital
and Amaravati as the leg-
islative capital. IANS

TO BE DEPUTY CM
AMARAVATI: Jana Sena chief
Pawan Kalyan is likely to be of-
fered the post of deputy Chief
Minister in the N Chandrababu
Naidu-led government in Andhra
Pradesh. Along with Pawan
Kalyan, the party’s political af-
fairs committee chairman
Nadendla Manohar is also likely
to be inducted into Cabinet. PTI

Observing that the sanctity
of NEET-UG, 2024 has been
affected, the Supreme Court
on Tuesday sought re-
sponses from the Centre
and the National Testing
Agency (NTA) on a plea
seeking holding of a fresh
examination on grounds of
alleged question paper leak
and other malpractices. 

The top court, however,
refused to stay the coun-
selling of successful candi-
dates for admissions to
MBBS, BDS and other
courses. Taking note of the
allegations, a vacation
Bench of Justice Vikram
Nath and Justice Ahsanud-
din Amanullah said what
the NTA was supposed to
do was sacrosanct. “Sanc-
tity (of the exam) has been
affected, so we need an-
swers,” he said. 

Besides the Centre and
the NTA, which conducts
NEET-UG, the Bench also
issued notices to the Bihar
government. There were al-
legations of malpractice in
holding the exam in the
State. “How much time do
you want...Immediately on
the re-opening? Otherwise,
the counselling will start,”
the Bench said.  It tagged
the plea filed by Shivangi

Mishra and nine other
MBBS aspirants with a
pending petition and asked
the NTA to file the response
in the meantime. The top
court will resume regular
hearings from July 8 after
the summer vacation which
commenced on May 20
comes to an end. NEET-UG,
2024, was held on May 5 and
results were declared on
June 4. It was expected to be
declared on June 14. 

The National Eligibility-
cum-Entrance Test-Under-
graduate (NEET-UG) ex-
amination is conducted by
the National Testing
Agency (NTA) for admis-
sions to MBBS, BDS,
AYUSH and other related
courses in government and
private institutions across
the country. “Issue notice.
In the meantime, the re-
sponse will be filed by the
National Testing Agency,”
the Bench said. It, however,
did not agree to the submis-
sion of lawyer Mathews J
Nedumpara, appearing for
the students, that the coun-
selling of students be stayed
in the meantime. “Let the
counselling start. We 
will not stop the coun-
selling. If you argue further,
we will dismiss this (the
plea),” the Bench told the
advocate. PTI

Frustrated at the State gov-
ernment’s delay in complet-
ing the recruitment of va-
cant teacher posts in
residential educational in-
stitutions, scores of job aspi-
rants thronged the resi-
dence of Chief Minister A
Revanth Reddy on Tuesday
morning. 

They staged a protest by
kneeling and demanded im-
mediate implementation of
the High Court interim
order.

Around 200 teacher job
aspirants from across the
State reached the Chief
Minister’s residence hoping
to present their issue and
seek a resolution. However,

they were not allowed, re-
sulting in the protestors
kneeling there and making
appeals for early redressal
of their demand. This hap-
pens to be the second time

in the last two months that
the job aspirants tried to
meet the Chief Minister and
on denied an audience, re-
sorted to protests.

Demanding the final selec-
tion list and appointment
letters from the Telangana
State Public Service Com-
mission (TGPSC), assistant
executive engineer (AEE)
job aspirants staged a
protest at Gandhi Bhavan,
Telangana Congress party
office, on Tuesday. 

Aspirants lamented that
despite two months into
completion of verification
for certificates, the commis-
sion did not publish the final
selection list. Even the merit
list was released only after
they submitted several rep-
resentations, the protesters
said, adding they had to
move the court to resolve

the horizontal reservation
issue that had become a hin-
drance to the certificate ver-
ification process. The aspi-
rants, who appeared for the
exam twice due to the ques-

tion paper leak issue, said
their representations for ex-
pediting recruitment pro -
cess to Ministers and offi-
cials have not yielded
positive results.  (SEE PAGE 2)

‘Coal corridor’ gets
on track after 25 yrs

A railway project proposed
in 1999 is finally on track to-
wards becoming a reality
after 25 years, as the Min-
istry of Railways recently
issued a notification for
land acquisition for a new
railway line between Man -
ugur and Ramagundam. 

The proposed 207.80-km-
long railway line connect-
ing Manugur in Kothagu-
dem district with
Rama gundam in Peddapalli
district has been taken up as
a Special Railway Project. 

Travel distance

It might be noted that there
is an existing railway line
connecting both the sta-
tions via Kothagudem,
Warangal and Kazipet,
used for both coal trans-
portation and passenger
trains. 

The travel distance be-
tween Manugur and Rama-
gundam railway stations of

the existing railway line is
approximately 286 km.
With the proposed new
railway line, the travel dis-
tance would be reduced by
78.2 km and bring down the
travel time as well, said rail-
way officials.

Importantly, the new
railway line, described as a
‘coal corridor’, ensures rail-
way connectivity to the
Mulugu and Jayashankar
Bhupallpally districts in the
erstwhile Warangal dis-
trict. SCCL produces 67.1
million tonnes (2022-23) of
coal annually through its 24
underground and 18 open-
cast mines in six districts of
the State.

Former Chief Minister and
BRS president K Chan-
drashekhar Rao, along with
nearly 25 others, were is-
sued notices by the Justice
Narasimha Reddy commis-
sion seeking a response on
alleged irregularities in the
power purchase agree-
ments with the Chhattis-
garh government made by
the Telangana government
during the BRS tenure. 

The panel asked for a
reply by June 15. The com-
mission issued the notices
asking the respondents to
appear before it and put
forward their version.
However, in response to
the notice, Chandrash -
ekhar Rao requested an ex-
tension, seeking additional
time until July 30 to pro-
vide the necessary clarifi-
cations. The panel is inves-
tigating alleged
irregu larities in the PPAs
made during the BRS
regime.
