Brutal heatwave claims
over 26 lives in Delhi

Nadda directs Central govt-run hospitals to set up special heatwave units

NEW DELHI

Hospitals in Delhi are wit-
nessing a spike in casualties
and heatstroke cases as a
brutal heatwave continues
to batter the national capital,
officials of health facilities
said on Wednesday.

A senior police officer
also said bodies of over 26
people belonging to under-
privileged socioeconomic
backgrounds have been
found in five districts of the
national capital in the last 48
hours, even as the cause of
deaths is yet to be ascer-
tained. Union Health Minis-
ter JP Nadda directed for
special heatwave units to be
set up in all Central govern-
ment hospitals.

Following the his direc-
tions, the Ministry issued an
advisory for State health de-
partments. The advisory
asked State nodal officers
under the National Pro-
gramme for Climate Change
and Human Health to sub-
mit daily data on heatstroke
cases and deaths. It also di-
rected for the submission of
data on total fatalities since
March 1, besides reporting
cases of heat-related illness
and death surveillance.

To ensure immediate
cooling of the body, the
Centre-run RML Hospital-
has set up a first-of-its-kind
heatstroke unit. “The unit

Porn addict kills
teen daughter
for refusing sex

A porn addict, who al-
legedly killed his teenage
daughter after she refused
to surrender herself to sati-
ate his carnal desires, was
nabbed by the Telangana
police on Wednesday.

The accused, identified
as Naresh of Nadigadda
thanda in Miyapur on the
outskirts of Hyderabad,
had attempted to mislead
the police by lodging a false
complaint of his daughter
missing on June 7.

Subsequently, the body
of an unidentified girl was
found in a forest area, ac-
cording to the police.

Naresh and his wife had
identified it as that of their
daughter. It was at this
stage that the Miyapur po-
lice intensified their probe
into the missing case,
which turned into a kid-
nap-cum-murder.

has cooling technology and
the patients are kept in baths
filled with ice and water.
When their body tempera-
ture goes below 102 degrees
F, they are monitored. If
they are stable, they are
shifted to the ward. Other-
wise, they are put on venti-
lator. Most of the patients
who are admitted are
labourers,” an official said.
The heatwave is causing
an increase in the preva-
lence of lupus that affects
the skin, joints and kidneys,
among other organs. People

who have lupus frequently
experience flare-ups and in-
creased symptoms as the
temperature rises. Six to 10
cases of lupus were detected
due to the heatwave.

Delhi experienced the
warmest night in 12 years
with the minimum tempera-
ture on Wednesday settling
at 35.2 degrees C, eight
notches above normal, the
weather office said. The
maximum day temperature
was recorded at 43.6 degrees
C, 4.8 notches above the sea-
son’s average.

A Bengaluru couple was
shocked when they noticed
a snake in their Amazon
package.

The snake, suspected to
be a spectacled cobra, was
stuck in the adhesive tape
used for the packaging, said
the couple, who had ordered
an Xbox controller from the
online retail giant. The cou-
ple, IT professionals from
Sarjapur who wished not to
be named, made a video

which went viral.
An Amazon India
spokesperson  said on

Wednesday the company is
investigating the incident.

The snake was stuck in the
adhesive tape used for
the packaging.

“The safety of our cus-
tomers, employees and as-
sociates is a top priority for
us. We work hard to provide
customers with a trustwor-

thy shopping experience
and it’s our commitment to
go above and beyond to
make things right for them.
We take all customer com-
plaints seriously and are in-
vestigating this incident,”
the spokesperson said.

The couple said they had
ordered an Xbox controller
recently from Amazon and
received a live snake in the
package. “The package was
directly handed over to us
by the delivery partner (not
left outside). We live on Sar-
japur road and captured the
entire incident on camera,
plus we have eyewitnesses
to the same,” they claimed
in a statement. pmi

68 Indians die
due to intense
heat during Haj

At least 68 Indians have
been confirmed dead dur-
ing this year’s Haj pilgrim-
age, according reports.
Several Indians are re-
ported missing too.

This comes amid record-
high temperatures in the
Saudi holy city of Mecca,
and the deaths of 550 pil-
grims this year. “We have
confirmed around 68
dead... Some are because of
natural causes and we had
many old-aged pilgrims.
And some are due to the
weather conditions, that’s
what we assume,” a diplo-
mat told a news agency.

Saudi Arabia has not
commented on the death
toll amid the heat during
the pilgrimage, nor offered
any causes for those who
died. One list circulating
online suggested at least
550 people died during the
five-day Hajj.

A medic said the names
listed appeared genuine.
That medic and another of-
ficial said they believed at
least 600 bodies were at
the facility. The list offered

US lawmakers back Tibetan cause

DHARAMSALA

Tibetans have the right to
self-determination and
should be allowed to prac-
tise their religion freely, US
House Foreign Affairs Com-
mittee chair Michael Mc-
Caul said on Wednesday
after he led a delegation
here to meet spiritual leader
Dalai Lama.

The visit by the delega-
tion, which included former
US House of Representa-
tives Speaker Nancy Pelosi,
comes days after the US
Congress passed the Re-
solve Tibet Bill, calling for a
peaceful resolution on the
status of Tibet. China has
warned that it would take
“resolute measures” if US
President Joe Biden signs
the Bill into law.

Taking a dig at Chinese
premier Xi Jinping, Pelosi
said: “His Holiness Dalai
Lama, with his message of
knowledge, tradition, com-
passion, purity of soul and
love, will live a long time
and his legacy will live for-
ever. But you, the President

‘Crorepati’ ryot shares recipe for success

Medak

Banswada Mahipal Reddy,
who shot to fame after earn-
ing a few crores by selling
tomatoes last year, says he
has mastered the art of
growing the crop in such a
way that he gets the harvest
when there is a shortage in
the market.

Reddy grows his crop in
April-May, which helps him
get the harvest in June, July
and August — which is
when there usually is a short
supply of vegetables in the
market.

After reaping rich benefits
from tomato farming in
2023, when the vegetable
was sold at a record Rs 200
per kg, Reddy increased the

area under tomato cultiva-
tion to 30 acres this year
from last year’s eight acres.

Speaking to Telangana
Today, Reddy said farmers

must take utmost care while
growing tomatoes in the
summer as the crop’s sur-
vival is difficult in April-
May. Apart from growing
the crop under a shade net,
Reddy said the farmers need
to go for staking, besides
giving additional water and
fertilizer, following the ad-
vice of horticulture officials.

He said farmers would
need to invest nearly Rs 3
lakh on each acre of the crop
— from buying seed to
labour, tilling, fertiliser, pes-
ticide and others. Usually,
farmers would invest less
than Rs 2 lakh on an acre of
tomato crop in the monsoon
and winter. He said they
usually get 35 tonnes of yield
per acre in monsoon and
winter, but the yield drops

to as low as 17 tonnes during
this period.

After the hot summer, the
horticulture farmer said the
crop needs to withstand the
heavy monsoon rain. The
tomato flower would wither
and fall unless there was a
shade net to protect the crop
from the sweltering heat.
Unlike most vegetable
crops, which would give
harvest from 30-45 days,
tomatoes start giving yield
after 70 days, and peak after
90 days.

Another horticulture
farmer, MD Haneef, who
has been cultivating veg-
etable crops for the last two
decades, said he decided not
to take up tomato cultiva-
tion as it involves a lot of
risk.
