Centre accepts Kovind panel recommendations

Moving ahead with its ‘one
nation, one election’ plan,
the Centre on Wednesday
accepted a  high-level
panel’s recommendations
for holding simultaneous
polls for the Lok Sabha,
State Assemblies and local
bodies in a phased manner
after a countrywide consen-
sus-building exercise.
Home Minister Amit
Shah hailed the Cabinet’s
decision, saying it will be a
giant stride towards land-
mark electoral reforms in
the country. Various oppo-
sition parties, however, said
holding simultaneous polls
is not practical. Asserting
that several political parties
are already on board, the
Centre said even those par-
ties that are opposed to it
may now feel pressure from
within to change their stand

due to the widespread sup-
port on the issue from the
people of the country.

Announcing the Cabinet’s
approval to the proposal, In-
formation and Broadcasting
Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw
said an implementation
group would be formed to
take forward the recom-
mendations of the panel
headed by former president
Ram Nath Kovind and de-
tailed discussions would be
held on various fora across
the country over the next
few months. “We will seek
to create a consensus over
the next few months... Our
government believes in cre-
ating a consensus on items
which affect democracy and
the nation in the long run.
This is a subject, a topic that
will strengthen our na-
tion...,” he said.

Responding to a question
on the stand of opposition
parties, the Minister said,

“The Opposition might start
feeling internal pressure
(about ‘one nation, one elec-
tion’) as more than 80 per
cent of the respondents, who
responded during the con-
sultation process, have given
their positive support, espe-
cially the youth. They are
very much in favour of this.”
Asked by reporters when
the recommendations could
be implemented and
whether a Bill would be
brought in the upcoming
winter session of Parlia-
ment, Vaishnaw evaded a
direct reply but pointed out
that Shah has said the gov-
ernment would implement
itinits current tenure. After
the discussions are com-
pleted, implementation
would follow in steps and it
would be the government’s
endeavour to build a con-
sensus over the next few
months, he said.

Now, worms in
students’ food
triggers protest

Parents and students
staged a protest at the
Mahatma Jyotiba Phule
BC Welfare Residential
School (Girls), Gundla-
palli of Ganneruvaram
mandal, after worms were
found in the food served
to the students.

Parents visited the
school on Sunday and
were shocked to see
worms in the meal served
to the students. Furious,
they tried to enter the
school, but the staff closed
the gates. Parents and stu-
dents staged a protest at
the entrance, with the
local CPI leaders and
activists extending their
support to them.

The parents found fault
with the school authori-
ties for serving worm-in-
fested food to the stu-
dents, who were already
suffering from dengue,
malaria and other dis-
eases. Stating that toilets
and urinals were also in
bad shape, they said staff
prevented them from
entering the school.

Gandhi sees spike in maternal, infant mortalities

In a shocking development,
the Mother and Child
Health (MCH) centre at the
State-run Gandhi Hospital
has faced a significant surge
in maternal and infant mor-
tality rates this August. A
total of 14 mothers and 44 in-
fants have lost their lives at
the facility last month.

The rise in maternal and
infant deaths in just a month
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has not only raised concerns
over the quality of care pro-
vided at the facility but has
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also threatened to under-
mine the progress made in
improving maternal and
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child health in Telangana in
the last one decade. While
authorities have maintained

that the MCH facility re-
ceives highly critical cases
of mothers and infants with
little time left for caregivers
to revive them, such a high
number of fatalities, how-
ever, has raised concerns
over the supervision and
quality of care at the pre-
mier government super-spe-
ciality hospital. Based on the
information, between Au-
gust 5 and 30, 14 mothers
died of complications after
delivery. (SEE PAGE 2)
