With the promised crop

Earth to have
another moon!

The planet Earth is all set to
have a ‘mini-moon’! A tiny
space rock (asteroid)
named 2024 PT5, which was
reported by Asteroid Ter-
restrial-impact Last Alert
System (ATLAS), an aster-
oid early warning system
funded by NASA in the Uni-
versity of Hawai, will be or-
biting our planet till No-
vember-end, before
escaping the Earth’s gravity.

Labelled ‘mini-moon’, the
discovery of the small aster-
oid triggered a lot of excite-
ment among the commu-
nity of amateur and
professional astronomers,
not only in India but across
the globe.

The near-Earth object is
expected to come within
5,67,000 km of Earth during

its closest approach. This
distance is roughly one and
a half times the average dis-
tance to the moon, accord-
ing to reports.

Rare event

While the size of the 2024
PT5 is significantly smaller
than the moon, the tempo-
rary orbiting of the asteroid,
which is only 33 feet in
width, is a rare event that
occurs once in a decade or
20 years. Interestingly, ac-
cording to the research lead
author and Universidad
Complutense de Madrid
professor Carlos de la
Fuente Marco, the 2024 PT5
originated from the Arjuna
asteroid belt between Mars
and Jupiter, this celestial
visitor offers a rare oppor-
tunity for scientists to
study near-Earth objects up
close. (SEE PAGE 2)

Pannun files
lawsuit against
Indian govt

New industrial
units in TG dwindle

Approvals

In a not so encouraging in-
dication of the industrial
scenario in Telangana, the
number of new industrial
units being set up in the
State appears to be on a de-
scent. Though the current
financial year is halfway
through, approvals have
been accorded for only 724
units, which is much less
than compared to the last fi-
nancial year.

In the 2023-24 fiscal year,
approvals were issued for
2,680 units, resulting in an
investment of Rs 28,155.57
crore. This fiscal year, so far,
approvals have been issued
for 724 units with a total in-
vestment of Rs 4,763.58
crore. In the last financial
year, employment was gen-
erated for 84,971 and this fi-
nancial year, it is still at
17,911. With six months left
for the financial year to

close, will the issue of ap-
provals pick up pace is the
big question. In the past,

Though the days
ahead appeared to look
promising, especially after
Chief Minister A Revanth
Reddy claims of securing in-
vestments worth Rs 40,232
crore from Davos and invest-
ments worth Rs 31,500 crore
during his US trip, the regis-
ter of new units in the State
hasn’t had as many entries as
last year or the year before.

Discoms for hike in power charges

The State-run power Distri-
bution Companies (Dis-
coms) have proposed to re-
vise electricity charges in
the State. The Annual Rev-
enue Requirement Report
(ARR) for the current finan-
cial year (2024-25) was sub-
mitted to the Telangana
State Electricity Regulatory
Commission (TGERC) late
on Wednesday.

The discoms proposed to
revise the charges in all
three categories. If the rec-
ommendations are ap-
proved by the ERC, the dis-
coms estimate that they will
get an income of Rs 1,200
crore to cover the deficit.
The ERC will give a final
verdict after conducting
public hearings on these
proposals in at least three
places across the State. After
that, the revision of charges
will come into effect. This
whole process takes 90 days.

If recommendations are approved by ERC, the discoms estimate
that they will get an income of Rs 1,200 crore to cover the deficit.

(TGSPDCL) and the North-
ern Power Distribution
Company of Telangana
Limited (TGNPDCL) have
estimated a deficit of Rs
14,222 crore between their
income and expenditure this
year. In this amount, Rs
13,022 crore have been re-
quested to be provided by
the State government
through the Budget. These
two organisations said that

BRAOQU staff protest plans to
allot varsity land to INAFAU

Condemning the Congress
government’s proposal to
allot 10 acres of Dr BR
Ambedkar Open University
(BRAOU) land to Jawahar-
lal Nehru Architecture and
Fine  Arts  University
(JQNAFAU), teaching and
non-teaching staff of the
Open University on Thurs-
day staged a protest on the
university campus demand-
ing the government to with-
draw the proposal.

A large number of
protesting employees
raised slogans against the
Congress government and
threatened to intensify
protests if the proposal was
not shelved.

staff of the Open University
formed a Joint Action Com-
mittee (JAC), which will
spearhead the protests and
put forward their demands.
The employees also sub-
mitted a representation to
BRAOU Registrar Prof E
Sudha Rani.

The State government is
actively considering allo-
cating 10 acres in the
BRAOU campus to
JNAFAU, and a final deci-
sion is expected after the

Cabinet meeting, which is
scheduled for Friday. The
State government might
also allot the present
JNAFAU campus to the
Telangana Education Com-
mission, recently estab-
lished with former bureau-
crat Akunuri Murali as its
chairman.

The BRAOU, the first
open university in the coun-
try, has been extending dis-
tance education to students
from economically weaker
sections and rural areas in
53.63 acres of land in Jubilee
Hills since 1982. Stating that
BRAOU’s enrollment has
been increasing every year,
the JAC said the existing
buildings and infrastructure
were insufficient, and al-
ready causing alot of incon-
venience to students.

‘Impact on

consumers minimal’
Currently, a fixed charge of
Rs 10 per kilowatt is charged
if the electricity used by
households exceeds 300
units per month. The dis-
coms asked to be allowed to
raise it to Rs 50. The govern-
ment is providing free elec-
tricity to households con-
suming less than 200 units

per month under the Gruha
Jyothi scheme. Also, there
will be no increase in line
charges for houses up to 299
units. According to the dis-
coms, more than 1.30 crore
houses in the State have
electricity connections. As
more than 80 per cent of
them use less than 300 units,
the increase in fixed charges
will not be aburden on most
people, discoms observed.
At present, there are three
types of connections in the
general category of HT in-
dustries. Of this, the indus-
try which has taken connec-
tion with the capacity of 11
KV is charged at the rate of
Rs 7.65 per unit for the elec-
tricity consumed 33 KV con-
nection is charged at the
rate of Rs 7.15 and 132 KV at
the rate of Rs 6.65. Hence-
forth, the discoms de-
manded to be allowed to
charge only Rs 7.65 per unit
from all categories of indus-
tries. They asked to increase
the fixed charge of Rs 475
per kilowatt to Rs 500 from
the industries.

Criminal contempt
case against BJP MP

The Telangana High Court
took strong exception to re-
marks made by M Raghu-
nandan Rao, BJP MP from
Medak, during a recent
press conference. A two-
judge division Bench, com-
prising Chief Justice Alok
Aradhe and Justice J Sreeni-
vas Rao, initiated a suo
moto criminal contempt
case against the MP based
on a letter from a single
judge of the court.

The letter reveals that
during a press conference
on August 24, Raghunandan
Rao questioned the court’s
decision to grant a “stay of
demolition” concerning a
petition filed by actor Akki-
neni Nagarjuna’s N Con-
vention via a House Motion.
He reportedly raised con-

cerns about how the court
could issue a stay when a
previous ruling in 2014 di-
rected the demolition of the
same property. The MP’s
comments included asser-
tions that judges should not
rush to make decisions
based solely on House Mo-
tions and criticised the judi-
cial process as “injudi-
cious.”

‘Omnibus allegations’

Raghunandan Rao’s re-
marks were described as
making omnibus allegations
against the judiciary, in-
cluding claims that stay or-
ders are often granted with-
out proper scrutiny of the
circumstances. He ques-
tioned the efficiency of the
court’s Registry in listing
cases and called on the
Chief Justice to address
these issues. (SEEPAGE2)
