Uncertainty continues
over Rythu Bharosa

Congress-led government yet to deliver on its promise

Farmers in Telangana are
grappling with uncertainty
as the Congress-led govern-
ment continues to delay the
promised financial support
under the Rythu Bharosa
scheme.

The Congress, which
pledged Rs 15,000 per acre
per annum as farm invest-
ment support if it came to
power, is yet to deliver on its
promise. Many farmers, al-
ready frustrated by incom-
plete loan waivers, are scep-
tical about whether the
Rythu Bharosa funds will
materialise in the absence of
guidelines for its implemen-
tation.

Though the State govern-
ment appointed a three-
member Cabinet sub-com-
mittee to look into the issues
and submit a report, none is
aware of its fate. The Cabi-
net sub-committee held
around four to five consulta-
tions with some stakehold-
ers, including farmers, dur-
ing July-August, but the
report neither reached the
State Cabinet for approval
nor was discussed in the As-
sembly as promised for its

The Group-I aspirants want
the Congress government
to put off the Main exami-
nation, scheduled to be held
from October 21, till all
pending legal cases are set-
tled in the High Court.

The candidates, who
qualified for Mains, ques-
tioned the government as to
how it would hold the ex-
amination when around 14
cases against Group-I were
pending in the High Court
with upcoming hearings be-
fore the bench.

A total of 3.02 lakh candi-
dates appeared for the
Group-I prelims conducted
on June 9.

Modi says free, prosperous Indo-Pacific priority

WILMINGTON

Prime Minister Narendra
Modi said that the Quad is
not against anyone, but for a
rules-based international
order and respect for sover-
eignty, in a veiled reference
to China. “Free, open, inclu-
sive and prosperous Indo-
Pacific is our priority,” Modi
said in his opening remarks
at the summit hosted by
President Joe Biden and also
attended by Australian
Prime Minister Anthony Al-
banese and Japanese Prime
Minister Fumio Kishida.
“We are not against any-
one. We all support a rules-
based international order,
respect for sovereignty, ter-
ritorial integrity, and peace-
ful resolution of all issues,”
Modi said, without naming
any country. China is en-
gaged in hotly contested ter-
ritorial disputes in both the
South China Sea and the
East China Sea. China
claims sovereignty over all
of the South China Sea.
Vietnam, Malaysia, the
Philippines, Brunei and Tai-
wan have counterclaims.
“Our message is clear —
Quad is here to stay, to as-
sist, to partner and to com-
plement,” Modi said. “To-
gether we have taken many
positive and inclusive initia-
