The markings left behind by
revenue officials on their
dwelling units are seen by
these poor families as the
ones that change their fate
line and uproot their lives.

Faced with an uncertain
future and anguished at the
prospect of bulldozer metal
blades displacing their lives,
scores of families from
dwelling units in areas
around the Musi river took
to the streets here on Friday.

As the administration
began marking houses, said
to be located in the riverbed,
for demolition squads to run
through for the Musi River-
front Development Project,
the  affected  families
protested at Langar Houz,
Asad Baba Nagar, New
Maruti Nagar Colony and
other areas. Protestors also
flocked the Amberpet
tehsildar’s office demanding
that the government roll
back the decision of evicting
80 workshops in Durgana-
gar Basti.

They alleged that officials
pasted stickers on the work-
shops, marking them for
demolition, and lamented
that the livelihoods of hun-
dreds of families depended
on these small karkhanas.
From areas around Langar
Houz, Attapur and Bapu
Ghat, residents protested at
Langar Houz.

FIR lodged against

K’taka CM says this is first ‘political case’ against him

The Lokayukta police on
Friday registered an FIR
against Karnataka Chief
Minister Siddaramaiah and
others in the Mysuru Urban
Development  Authority
(MUDA) site allotment
case, following court order.

Congress president M
Mallikarjun Kharge, mean-
while, came to Siddarama-
iah’s defence, stating that
the party is standing with
him and will support him.
Siddaramaiah, who began
his three-day visit to his
home district of Mysuru,
claimed that he was being
targeted in the MUDA issue
as the Opposition is
“scared” of him and said it’s

the first such “political case”
against him. He also reiter-
ated that he won’t resign fol-
lowing the court ordering a
probe against him in the
case as he has done no
wrong and asserted that he
would fight the case legally.

While Siddaramaiah is ac-
cused number one (Al) in
the case, his wife BM Par-
vathi (A2), brother-in-law
Mallikarjuna Swamy (A3),
Devaraju (A4) — from
whom Mallikarjuna Swamy
purchased land and gifted it
to Parvathi — and others are
named in the FIR registered
by the Lokayukta police in
Mysuru. A Special Court in
Bengaluru on Wednesday
ordered a Lokayukta police
probe against Siddaramaiah

WARANGAL: A woman lodged a complaint against a
Hasanparthy Sub-Inspector, alleging that his torture drove
her husband to suicide. Anusha, on Thursday, lodged a
complaint with the Mulkanoor police, accusing SI Deven-
der of illegally detaining and torturing her husband G
Ashokin a theft case. She claimed that her husband took the
extreme step due to “embarrassment caused by repeated
torture” by the SI. Anusha alleged that her husband was
summoned by Devender on September 22 for questioning.
The SI allegedly tortured Ashok and forced him to confess
to the crime. He was summoned for two days and tortured,

she alleged.

Jagtial youth assaulted by woman

Woman booked for wearing

according to the probe
agency.
