Says TG top performer in fiscal prudence

Telangana’s fiscal condition
became one of the most de-
bated issues recently, amid
the Congress government’s
repeated claims that the
BRS left the State in tatters.
The Congress also ex-
pressed its inability to take
up any major development
programmes, allegedly be-
cause as most of the funds
were being spent to “repay
the debts” under the BRS
regime.

However, notwithstand-
ing political mudslinging,
data proves that Telangana,
under the BRS government,
was a top performer in fiscal
prudence and development
expenditure. The Study of
State Budgets released by
the Reserve Bank of India
(RBI) from 2014-15 to 2021-
22 shows Telangana leading
the nation in Compound
Annual Growth  Rate
(CAGR) for development
expenditure, recording an
impressive 15.9 per cent,
which is 5.81 per cent higher
than the national average.

After Telangana,
Arunachal Pradesh posted a
CAGR of13.75 per cent, with
Assam and Karnataka post-
ing 11.96 per cent and 11.56
per cent, respectively.

Students, their parents and
teachers who returned to
the residential welfare edu-
cational institutions for SC,
ST, BC and minorities after
the Dasara holidays were
shocked to find these build-
ings locked at several places
across the State.

The landlords of private
buildings where the resi-
dential welfare educational
institutions were function-
ing decided to lock the gates
over non-payment of rent
for the last ten months. The

India-Canada row escalates

The India-Canada diplo-
matic row over the killing of
Sikh separatist Hardeep
Singh Nijjar escalated fur-
ther on Tuesday with Ot-
tawa attempting to link the
Bishnoi gang with Indian
government agents to carry
out covert operations in that
country and New Delhi
stoutly trashing the charges.

As the ties between the
two countries hit rock bot-
tom, Canadian Foreign Min-
ister Melanie Joly did not
rule out imposing sanctions
against India saying “every-
thing is on the table”. On its
part, India strongly rejected

Ottawa attempts to
link Bishnoi gang with
Indian government
agents to carry out
covert operations in
that country

attempts by Canadian au-
thorities to link Indian
agents with criminal gangs
in Canada with official
sources even saying that Ot-
tawa’s assertion that it
shared evidence with New
Delhi in the Nijjar case was
simply not true. The sources
also rejected Canadian

Prime Minister Justin
Trudeau’s allegations that
India was engaging in activ-
ities, including carrying out
covert operations targeting
Canadian nationals in his
country. Trudeau, pointing
fingers at India on the Nijjar
case, said Canada will never
tolerate the involvement of
a foreign government in
threatening and killing
Canadian citizens. On Mon-
day, India expelled six
Canadian diplomats and an-
nounced withdrawing its
High Commissioner after
dismissing Ottawa’s allega-
tions linking the envoy to a
probe into killing of Nijjar.

HC dismisses
pleas on Group-I
selection process

Justice Pulla Karthik of the
Telangana High Court dis-
missed a batch of writ peti-
tions challenging the ongo-
ing selection process for
Group-I services con-
ducted by the Telangana
State Public Service Com-
mission (TGPSC). The
court’s decision comes
amid ongoing controver-
sies surrounding the selec-
tion process, which faced
multiple setbacks since its
inception.

The TGPSC issued a no-
tification for Group-I serv-
ices on April 26, 2022.
However, the selection
process encountered nu-
merous obstacles, includ-
ing the cancellation of the
written examination in Oc-
tober 2022 due to a ques-
tion paper leak. Following
this incident, a re-examina-
tion was conducted in
2023, but the High Court
found fault with the
process, stating that it vio-
lated established protocols.

In response to the issues
raised, the Commission is-
sued a fresh notification on
February 19, 2024, and sub-
sequently conducted the
preliminary exam on June
9,2024. The recent batch of
writ petitions filed by can-
didates alleged that the
master key used for evalu-
ating the answers con-
tained significant errors
that could materially im-
pact the selection process.

After a thorough exami-
nation of the various argu-
ments presented, Justice
Pulla Karthik dismissed the
writ petitions on their mer-
its, though the detailed
judgment was yet to be
made available.

Adhere to process,

Justice CV Bhasker Reddy of
the Telangana High Court
directed civic and revenue
authorities, along with HY-
DRAA, to adhere strictly to
due process regarding the
demolition of residences be-
longing to over 50 residents
in the Phool Bagh Petla
Bridge area.

The residents were facing
threats of demolition due to
claims that their homes lie
within the Full Tank Level
(FTL) of the Musi River. Pe-

titioners Mahender Singh
and 14 others expressed
concerns about the immi-
nent demolition, highlight-
ing their long-standing and
peaceful possession of the
land in question.

The petitioner’s counsel
emphasised the cultural and
historical significance of the
area, particularly regarding
the land that was gifted to
Gududwara Mehar Das Ji
and Hanuman Temple, lo-
cated in the Petla Burj local-
ity near the Hyderabad City
Police Transport Organisa-
tion.
