attacked the officials. The
police version is that one B

Sources said the police ar-
rested Narender Reddy
based on his multiple phone
calls with Suresh before and
after the incident.

‘Revanth misusing power
to further family business’

Speaking to mediaper-
sons at Telagana Bhavan on
Wednesday, Rama Rao said
land belonging to margin-
alised communities, includ-
ing SCs, STs and BCs, was
being forcibly acquired for
private companies linked to
the Chief Minister’s family.
He specifically targeted the

expansion of Maxbien
Pharma, which is owned by
Revanth Reddy’s son-in-law
G Satyanarayana Reddy. He
questioned the role of
Medicover Hospital owner
and Satyanarayana Reddy’s
partner Annam Sarath in the
issue.

“Farmlands are being ac-
quired in Kodangal to bene-
fit Revanth Reddy’s family,
while the poor farmers are
left to suffer,” he said,
adding that the land acquisi-
tion in Lagacherla and sur-
rounding areas was not for
public good, but an outright
real estate deal to benefit
Revanth Reddy’s family
members. The government
was misusing official power
to intimidate farmers and
acquire land forcibly for the
private pharma company.

SC halts ‘bulldozer
raj’ across country

Lays down norms for demolition of properties

NEW DELHI

Equating ‘bulldozer justice’
with alawless state of affairs
where might is right, the
Supreme Court on Wednes-
day laid down pan-India
guidelines and said no prop-
erty should be demolished
without show-cause notice
and the affected must be
given 15 days to respond.

The executive cannot as-
sume judicial powers to
punish citizens by demol-
ishing their properties with-
out following due process, it
said while terming such ex-
cesses “high-handed and ar-
bitrary” and ruling that they
need to be dealt with the
“heavy hand of the law”.

A Bench of Justices BR
Gavai and KV Viswanathan
described as “chilling” the
sight of a bulldozer demol-
ishing a building, rendering
women, children and aged
persons homeless
overnight. “If the executive
acts as a judge and inflicts
penalty of demolition on a
citizen on the ground that
he is an accused, it violates
the principle of ‘separation
of powers’,” the Bench said
in its 95-page judgment.
“The chilling sight of a bull-
dozer demolishing a build-
ing, when authorities have
failed to follow the basic

principles of natural justice
and have acted without ad-
hering to the principle of
due process, reminds one of
a lawless state of affairs,
where ‘might was right’,” it
said.

Engineering management quota fee

Engineering aspirants eye-
ing for a management quota
seat in private colleges may
have to shell out triple the
fee set for the convener
quota from next year. For in-
stance, if a convener quota
seat in a private engineering
college costs Rs 1 lakh per
annum, the management
seat will be Rs 3 lakh.

The move, which could
impact thousands of stu-
dents, comes as part of the

Telangana Council of
Higher Education’s
(TGCHE) efforts to stream-
line the management quota
admission process in private
engineering colleges.

The TGCHE plans to take
over the engineering man-
agement quota admissions
from the next academic
year, aiming to increase
transparency and fairness in
the admission process. Per-
mission to implement online
admissions for the manage-
ment quota, besides tripling
the fee, will be shortly

sought from the State gov-
ernment. According to sen-
ior TGCHE officials, the en-
gineering quota
management admissions are
being planned on the similar
lines of the MBBS and BDS
management quota seats via
merit secured in NEET UG.

Medicine and dental seats
in private medical and den-
tal institutions are being
filled by the Kaloji Narayana
Rao University of Health
Sciences through web-based
counselling. Here, the man-
agement quota fee is up to

twice the fee set for the con-
vener quota seat. Similarly,
the category C (NRI) seats
fee is up to twice the fee of
the management quota seat.

Currently, 70 per cent of
the seats in private engi-
neering colleges are filled
via the Telangana Engineer-
ing, Agriculture and Medical
Common Entrance Test
(TG EAPCET) by the
TGCHE. The remaining 30
per cent of the seats are
filled by the colleges’ man-
agement by advertising in
newspapers. As per the

Paddy farmers
irked by delays

Farmers in Gopanpally vil-
lage of Devarakadra mandal
of Mahabubnagar district
blocked the road and dis-
rupted traffic to protest the
government’s slow paddy
procurement process in the
ongoing Kharif season on
Wednesday.
