C’garh encounter

Deceased include 11 women, two security personnel martyred

In one of the deadliest blows
to naxalites in Chhattisgarh,
security forces on Sunday
gunned down 31 rebels, in-
cluding 11 women, in a fierce
encounter in the State’s Bi-
japur district, police said.

Two security personnel
were also killed and as many
injured in the face-off, they
said. More than 650 security
personnel entered the In-
dravati National Park area
from different sides and
eliminated 31 naxalites in
their den, Chhattisgarh’s
Deputy Chief Minister Vijay
Sharma said.

With this success, 81 nax-
alites have been neutralised
by security forces in sepa-
rate encounters in Chhattis-
garh so far this year, com-
pared to 219 in 2024.

Chief Minister Vishnu
Deo Sai said the end of nax-
alism in Chhattisgarh and
the country is certain.
Under the leadership of
Prime Minister Narendra
Modi and Union Home

Minister Amit Shah, the
State will get rid of naxalism
by March 2026, he asserted.

The latest gunbattle took
place on a forested hill
along the border of Madded
and Farsegarh police station
areas when personnel from
different security forces
during an anti-naxal opera-
tion, Inspector General of
Police, Bastar Range, Sun-
darraj P said. Acting on in-
puts about the presence of

Maoists belonging to their
national park area commit-
tee, personnel from state
police units District Re-
serve Guard, Special Task
Force and Bastar Fighters
had launched the operation
on February 7, he said.

At around 8 am on Sun-
day, an intense exchange of
fire broke out on the hill, a
part of the Indravati Na-
tional Park. The intermit-
tent gunfight lasted till
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around 4 pm, he said. “So
far, bodies of 31 Naxalites,
including 11 women, clad in
‘uniform' have been recov-
ered from the encounter
site. Besides, a huge cache
of weapons, including AK-
47,INSAS, SLR and .303 ri-
fles and Barrel Grenade
Launchers (BGL), and ex-
plosives have also been
seized from the scene,” the
official said.

DRG Head Constable
Naresh Dhruv and Consta-
ble Vasit Ravte from the
STF were killed in the gun-
fight and their mortal re-
mains have been brought to
Bijapur district headquar-
ters, he said. While Dhruv
was a resident of Balod-
abazar-Bhatapara district,
Ravte hailed from the Baldo
district in the State.

Constables Jaggu Kalmu
(DRG) and Gulab Mandavi
(STF) suffered injuries dur-
ing the encounter. They
were airlifted to Raipur and
admitted at a hospital there,
Sundarraj said, adding that
their condition was stated
to be out of danger.

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Atishi resigns
as Delhi CM

Delhi Chief Minister Atishi
handed over her resignation
to Lt Governor V K Saxena
on Sunday, a day after her
Aam Aadmi Party (AAP)
faced a crushing defeat in
the assembly polls.

Atishi, who retained her
Kalkaji seat, handed over
her resignation to Saxena at
Raj Niwas, officials said.
The LG’s office said that
Saxena has asked the outgo-
ing CM to continue on the
post till formation of a new
government.

The BJP is expected to
stake claim to power next
week after Prime Minister
Narendra Modi returns
from a foreign visit, party
leaders said. “Hon’ble Lt
Governor, Shri VK Saxena
today received the resigna-
tion of Hon’ble CM, Ms
Atishi. He asked her to con-
tinue in her position till the
formation of the new gov-
ernment,” Raj Niwas, Delhi
posted from its X handle.
The LG dissolved the Delhi
Assembly effective from
Saturday, February 8.

Manipur CM Biren Singh tenders resignation

Amidst rumblings within
the State BJP seeking a
change of leadership, Ma-
nipur Chief Minister N
Biren Singh on Sunday ten-
dered his resignation to
Governor Ajay Kumar
Bhalla at the Raj Bhavan in
Imphal, officials said.

The Governor accepted
Singh’s resignation, along
with that of his Council of

Ministers, and requested
that he continue in office
until alternative arrange-
ments are made. The devel-
opment comes hours after
he returned from Delhi.
Earlier this week, a new
controversy erupted after
the Supreme Court sought a
sealed-cover forensic report
on the authenticity of leaked
audio clips alleging the role
of Singh in the ethnic vio-
lence. The tapes reportedly
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N Biren Singh

included conversations
where Singh allegedly sug-
gested that Meitei groups
were allowed to loot arms

and ammunition from the
State government during the
unrest, which has so far
claimed 250 lives.

In his resignation letter,
Singh said, “It has been an
honour to serve the people
of Manipur thus far.I am ex-
tremely grateful to the cen-
tral government for time ac-
tions, interventions,
developmental work and
implementation of various
projects for safeguarding

Are you eating the ‘real’ paneer?

Does your favourite paneer
dish really has paneer in it?

Food lovers, especially
vegetarians, should be
aware of analogue paneer
that may contain vegetable
oil or animal fat and less nu-
tritive value.

The restaurant where you
order does not reveal
whether the paneer is dairy-
based or an analogue prod-
uct made up of either animal
fat or vegetable oils. Ana-
logue paneer is made from

vegetable oil or animal fat
and is regulated by the Food
Safety and Standards Au-
thority of India (FSSAI).
The problem comes
when you walk into a
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restaurant and order a pa-
neer dish. The eatery, from
where you might have or-
dered a paneer dish online,
does not specify whether
the paneer is made up of

milk or vegetable/animal
oil. While you eat your
favourite paneer, thinking it
is nutritious, in reality, you
might be eating an analogue
substitute made up of
processed food products
that mimic the taste and tex-
ture of traditional paneer.
Typically, analogue pa-
neer is made from a combi-
nation of vegetable oils,
animal fats and starch,
which provides restaurants
with a cheaper alternative
to paneer. However, it is not
as nutritious as the original
paneer. (SEEPAGE 2)

Telangana sees
first case of

GBS fatality

A woman from Siddipet
who was admitted to a pri-
vate hospital with Guil-
lain-Barre Syndrome
