‘Call Merging Scam’, the new bait

Cyber fraudsters are back in
the market to cheat people
with a new modus operandi
— ‘Call Merging Scam’ —
which is a simple yet crafty
phishing approach that baits
unsuspecting phone users
and reels in sensitive infor-
mation.

In Call Merging Scam, the
fraudster pretending or pos-
ing to be a friend or acquain-
tance obtains the victim’s
contact details through a
mutual contact. The scam-
mer then proceeds to call
the victim and asks to merge
the call with someone else,
creating the illusion of a le-
gitimate conversation.

“Unaware of the trap, the
victim agrees, unknowingly

linking the call to an OTP
verification process from
their bank. The scammer
has timed everything per-
fectly, waiting until the vic-
tim receives the OTP. As-
suming it to be a part of the
call, the victim shares the
OTP, only for the fraudster
to use it to withdraw money

from bank accounts,” said an
official. It is learnt that in
some cases, fraudsters could
pose as media professionals,
inviting the victim to an
event. During the conversa-
tion, the victim receives an-
other call from an unknown
number. Once the victim
shares the OTP, the transac-

tion is completed, and the
money is gone, leaving them
stunned and helpless. 

How it works

The victim receives a call
from a stranger who claims
to have received their num-
ber from a mutual friend.

Chief Minister A Revanth
Reddy appears to have al-
ready thrown in the towel
much ahead of the MLC
elections, with his statement
in Nizamabad on Monday
that Congress candidate
Narender Reddy’s loss in
the poll would not affect his
government indicating that
he did not have much hopes
of a positive outcome from
the February 27 poll.

Speaking at the party’s
MLC poll campaign meeting
in Nizamabad, he dismissed
the opposition’s rhetoric
that MLC polls would be a
referendum on the perform-
ance of Congress and
claimed that the poll was
not a referendum. At the
same time, as if he was not
sure of Narender Reddy’s
prospects in the election, he
said a loss would not affect
the government at all. 

“Irrespective of whether
Congress candidate Naren-
der Reddy wins or loses, the
Congress government will
not suffer any loss. But if he
loses, there will be no per-
son to raise your issues,” Re-
vanth Reddy said while ad-

dressing a public meeting
here. The statement took
many in the Congress itself
by surprise, with the party
already facing a serious sit-
uation with a severe back-
lash from within the party
over the caste survey. 

Internal caste politics is
blowing like never before in
the Telangana unit of the
Congress, with BC leaders
openly opposing the caste
survey and expressing their

views on caste equations in
the party.  This has made the
State leadership anxious
over the impact of the issue
on the party’s prospects in
the MLC Graduates Con-
stituency elections, more so
because the party wanted to
use the caste survey, espe-
cially the assurance to im-
plement 42 per cent reser-
vations to BCs, as its trump
card in the MLC election
campaign.

Ringing mobile helps
locate trapped workers
However, rescue teams fail to advance further in the direction

In a major breakthrough
after over 48 hours as part of
the ongoing rescue opera-
tions, authorities have iden-
tified the location of the
workers and engineers
trapped inside the SLBC
tunnel project after the roof
collapse. 

The breakthrough came
when the mobile phone of
one of the engineers trapped
inside started ringing in re-
sponse to a call made by the
rescue teams. This develop-
ment helped in identifying

the signal location before
the phone fell silent once
again.

Roads and Buildings Min-
ister Komatireddy Venkat
Reddy revealed this infor-
mation while expressing
hope that the workers could

be alive. However, the res-
cue teams failed to advance
any further in the direction
of the signal location be-
cause of the mounds of de-
bris that blocked the passage
inside the tunnel.

The search was intensi-

fied by engaging sniffer
dogs, but they too failed to
approach the identified lo-
cation due to water logging
that spread over a three-
kilometre stretch. NDRF
teams have used ‘flexi probe
cameras’ equipped with spe-
cialised inspection devices
designed to navigate and
capture images or videos in
confined and hard-to-reach
spaces. These cameras can
bend and manoeuvre
through tight areas but were
found to be of little use with
the location of the accident
beyond their reach.

B’desh airbase
attacked, 1 dead
DHAKA

A man was killed and sev-
eral others injured in a clash
on Monday between a
group of local people and
air force personnel at an air-
base in Bangladesh’s Cox’s
Bazar, officials said.

The Inter Service Public
Relations (ISPR) — the
media wing of the military
— in a statement said the
“miscreants” attacked the
Bangladesh Air Force Base
near Cox’s Bazar’s Samiti-
para. “Bangladesh Air Force
is taking necessary actions
in this regard,” it said. 

The ISPR said that “some
local miscreants” of the
Samitipara area adjacent to
the beach resort town
“launched a sudden attack”
on the airbase after a biker
was stopped at a checkpoint
as he was crossing the base

area without any papers for
the vehicle. It said the biker
was taken inside the base
for interrogation when over
200 people marched to-
wards the base. The secu-
rity personnel tried to stop
them, sparking a clash that
left four Air Force person-
nel injured. Deputy Com-
missioner of the district,
Mohammad Salahuddin,
said that one person was
killed, and several others
were injured in the inci-
dent”.  PTI

3 farmers die by
suicide in State

Farmer suicides are contin-
uing in the State with three
more ending their lives in a
span of 24 hours.  

In the first incident,
Manda Chandraiah, 60,
from Veerareddypalli vil-
lage of Yadadri Bhongir dis-
trict, died by suicide by con-
suming pesticide near his
agricultural well. The cir-
cumstances surrounding
his death are currently
under investigation, and
local authorities are con-
ducting a detailed inquiry. 

In another incident,
Arikanthapu Raju, a 35-
year-old farmer from
Mogullapalli village in
Jayashankar Bhupalpally
district, took his own life by
hanging himself on his agri-
cultural land. Raju had cul-

tivated chilli on his three-
acre farmland and leased
another three acres to grow
cotton. He had an accumu-
lated debt of approximately
Rs 25 lakh. Unable to bear
the burden, he ended his
life. His wife revealed that
the mounting pressure from
debt left Raju in deep de-
spair, ultimately leading
him to take this tragic step.

On Sunday evening, a
tenant farmer Jella Devaiah
(51) died, allegedly by sui-
cide, in Mustabad mandal.
His body was found on
Monday morning.

According to villagers, he
had resorted to the extreme
step after he was unable to
clear his debts since his
crop withered due to short-
age of water. Devaiah, who
owned one acre of land, cul-
tivated paddy by taking on
lease some more land.

Terror threat for
Champions Trophy
ISLAMABAD

Pakistan’s Intelligence Bu-
reau (IB) has reportedly is-
sued an alert over alleged
plot by 'active covert
groups' to kidnap foreign
guests during the ongoing
Champions Trophy 2025. 

According to reports,
alert has been issued against
a number of terror outfits
including, Tehrik-e Taliban
Pakistan (TTP), ISIS and
other Balochistan-based
groups. The report further
said that the security forces
"have deployed high-level
protection teams, including
rangers and local police".

It may be recalled that,
except for India, all the

other teams are playing
their matches in Pakistan
and if India fail to reach the
final, the summit clash will
also be played in the coun-
try. In case of India reaching
the semifinal and final of the
competition, both matches
will also take place in Dubai
with the opposition travel-
ling from Pakistan.

According to reports in
local media, 12,000 cops will
be deployed during mat -
ches in Lahore and
Rawalpindi.  Other than se-
curity personnel, the PCB
has also arranged the Pak-
istan International Airlines
to have special charter
flights for fans and the par-
ticipating teams available. 

‘Revanth not serious
about SLBC tragedy’

BRS working president KT
Rama Rao criticised Chief
Minister A Revanth Reddy
for prioritising the MLC
election campaign over the
rescue operations at the
SLBC tunnel collapse site,
where eight people are
trapped. 

He questioned the Chief
Minister’s absence at the
disaster site, pointing out
the government’s indiffer-
ence even as the fate of
those trapped inside the
tunnel remains uncertain.

“The Chief Minister has
time to tour districts for the
election campaign, but not
to visit the disaster site,
while the lives of eight peo-
ple hang in balance. If he is
not serious about the

tragedy, what can we expect
from the State administra-
tion?” he asked. 

Rama Rao took to X and
slammed the government
for prematurely declaring
that survival possibilities of
the trapped individuals was
grim, even though the res-
cue operations were under-
way. He found fault with the

CM for abandoning his re-
sponsibility to supervise the
rescue operations and pro-
vide reass urance to the fam-
ilies of the victims.

“Is this the value given to
human life under the Con-
gress rule? Does the Con-
gress care only about seek-
ing votes and money?” he
questioned. Raising con-
cerns about the lack of lead-
ership, he likened the CM to
Emperor Nero, who fa-
mously played the fiddle
while Rome burned.  “While
the people of Telangana suf-
fer, the Chief Minister is
more interested in political
gains than in providing sup-
port to grieving families,” he
remarked. He urged the
government to address the
crisis at hand, failing which
people would teach them a
lesson.
