KTR says Congress manipulating public sentiment to win polls

Castigating the Congress
government for its repeated
failures, BRS working presi-
dent KT Rama Rao empha-
sised the need to bring back
party president and former
Chief Minister K Chan-
drashekhar Rao to power for
setting the State back on the
development track. He
blamed Congress for manip-
ulating public sentiment to
win the elections and now,
betraying them.

The so-called ‘Indi-
ramma Rajyam’ has only
brought suffering,” he said.

Addressing a meeting of
party activists in Karimna-
gar on Sunday, Rama Rao
said the Congress had
pushed Telangana into a cri-
sis, with farmers suffering
severe distress. “Loan
waivers remain incomplete,
crop losses are ignored, and
agriculture is in crisis. Our
leader Chandrashekhar Rao
had warned that voting for
Congress would destroy the
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BRS working president KT Rama Rao during a meeting of
party activists in Karimnagar on Sunday.

Farmer unable to sell land
after dumpyard issue, dies

Unable to sell his land after
the government’s decision
to set up a dump yard close
to his village, a farmer,
Nadiminti Krishna (53) died
of heart attack at Nallavalli
on Sunday.

The farmer, father of two
daughters, wanted to get his
elder daughter married after
selling a part of his land.

His wife Lakshmi said

However, they
could not find any buyer
since the GHMC had started
work on the dump yard.
Krishna collapsed at his
residence on Sunday while
discussing the same issue
with Lakhsmi. He was
rushed to the government
hospital in Narsapur where
he died while undergoing
treatment.

Medak farmer
ends life after
horewells fail,
crops wither

MEDAK: Depleting
groundwater table,
withering paddy crop
and failed borewells
pushed a farmer to sui-
cide at Kushangadda
Thanda in Kowdipally
mandal on Saturday.

Devula Nayak (50),
who owned four-and-
half acres in the vil-
lage, hired four more
acres from a landlord
in the village.

But he could not
irrigate the paddy
fields as the borewells
in his field went dry
due to the depleted
groundwater table.

Cash row: CJI sets up

Move comes after Delhi CJ report, police video

NEW DELHI

A video shared by the Police
Commissioner of burnt
wads of cash at Justice
Yashwant Varma’s resi-
dence and preliminary find-
ings of the Delhi High Court
Chief Justice calling for a
“deeper  probe”  have
prompted Chief Justice of
India Sanjiv Khanna to con-
stitute a committee to con-
duct an in-house inquiry
into the allegations against
the judge.

In an unprecedented
move, the top court, late on
Saturday evening, uploaded
on its website the inquiry re-
port of Delhi High Court
Chief Justice Devendra
Kumar Upadhyaya — com-
plete with photos and
videos — regarding the al-
leged discovery of a sub-
stantial amount of cash from

Palestinian death toll
surpasses 50,000-mark

Over 50,000 Palestinians
have now been killed in the
war between Israel and
Hamas in Gaza, the terri-
tory’s Health Ministry said
on Sunday, as new Israeli
airstrikes Kkilled at least 26
Palestinians overnight, in-

and children. Israel’s mili-
tary also sent ground troops
into part of the southern city
of Rafah as thousands of
Palestinians fled after new
evacuation orders.

Students have to go the distance

New applicants from Telan-
gana districts for the Telan-
gana Engineering, Agricul-
ture and Pharmacy
Common Entrance Test
(TG EAPCET) 2025 will be
forced to head to the HMDA
limits to take the test.

Due to a large number of
applications received and
limited capacity at the cen-
tres set up in the districts,
the Jawaharlal Nehru Tech-
nological University Hyder-
abad JNTU-H), which s or-
ganising the entrance test,
has blocked test preference
centres in 12 zones, making
it impossible for students to
get centres in their respec-
tive districts.

According to officials, out
of 16 zones where the test
will be conducted, 12 have
already received applica-
tions exceeding the centres
capacity, forcing them to
block them from further
registrations.

Consequently, all new ap-
plicants, regardless of the
district they are applying
from, will be allotted centres
in the Hyderabad Metropol-
itan Development Authority
(HMDA) area, covering Hy-
derabad, Rangareddy and

Medchal districts. “There is
less capacity in some dis-
tricts as there are fewer en-
gineering and other profes-
sional colleges. We have
received a maximum of ap-
plications from the districts,
prompting us to block new
registrations in 12 test zones.
Now new applicants will be
allotted centres in Hyder-
abad and Rangareddy dis-
tricts,” sources said.

A total 0f 1,75,991 applica-
tions, including 1,27,758 for
engineering, 48,115 for AP

for taking Telangana EAPCET

and 118 for both E&AP were
received till the last count
on Saturday. The last date to
register on the website,
eapcet.tgche.ac.in/, without
a late fee is April 4. Correc-
tions to online already sub-
mitted applications can be
done from April 6-8.

The deadline for submis-
sion of application with late
fee of Rs 250 and Rs 500 is
April 9 and 14, respectively.
Applications can also be
submitted with late fee of Rs
2,500 and Rs 5,000 up to
April18 and 24, respectively.

Hall tickets can be down-
loaded from the website
from April 19. The agricul-
ture and pharmacy entrance
test is on April 29-30 and the
engineering entrance test
will be held from May 2-5.
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PIO woman slits
son’s throat after

An Indian-origin woman
has been charged with al-
legedly murdering her 11-
year-old son after a three-
day vacation to
Disneyland.

Man hacked
to death in city

A man, who was allegedly
involved in a case of murder
attempt earlier, was hacked
to death by a group of per-
sons at LB Nagar on Satur-
day night.

According to the police,
Boddu Mahesh (30), a resi-
dent of RTC Colony in LB
Nagar, was involved in two
cases, including one murder
attempt case registered in
December 2024.

On coming to know that
Mahesh was out of jail, Pu-
rushotham and Ramulu
feared that he might kill
them. They planned to kill
him and were keeping a tab
on his movements. “On Sat-
urday night, Purushotham
and others took a car and
followed Mahesh who was
on a bike. They hit the bike
and when Mahesh fell, they
attacked him with knives,”
said LB Nagar Inspector K
Vinod Kumar. A case has
been registered.
