18 killed in blast at cracker
warchouse in Gujarat

PALANPUR (GUJARAT)

Eighteen persons were
killed and five others in-
jured after a blast at a fire-
cracker warehouse led to a
blaze and collapse of the
building in Gujarat’s Ba-
naskantha district on Tues-
day, officials said.

The incident took place in
an industrial area near
Deesa town at around 9.45
am.

“As many as 18 persons
died in the incident, and five
others are injured after the
slab of the building col-
lapsed following a massive
blast,” Superintendent of

Police Akshayraj Makwana
said.

He said the victims were
workers from Madhya
Pradesh and their family
members, and most of them
died after the slab collapsed
on them.

The unit was meant to
store firecrackers, and so far
no clue has been found that
firecrackers were being
manufactured, Makwana
said. Earlier, officials had
said it was a factory.

Chief Minister Bhupen-
dra Patel expressed grief
over the incident and an-
nounced a financial assis-

Waqf Bill in Lok Sabha today

New Delhi

The Lok Sabha will take up
the contentious Wagqf
(Amendment) Bill for dis-
cussion and passage on
Wednesday, setting the
stage for a showdown be-
tween a government deter-
mined to push it through
and an opposition united in
condemning the proposed
law as unconstitutional.
Rajya Sabha is expected
to take it up on Thursday,
with the two Houses allo-
cated eight hours each for
debating the proposed law.
Some BJP allies, sources
said, continue to push for
more changes in the Bill. A
senior member of a BJP ally
expressed hope that the saf-

fron party will accommo-
date their views, stressing
that some of their concerns
were addressed by the Joint
Committee of Parliament
which scrutinised the Bill.

TDP and JD(U), the two
biggest constituents of the
NDA after the BJP, issued
whips to their MPs asking
them to support the govern-
ment stand.

The opposition LN.D.L.A.
bloc also presented a united
face as its parties discussed
their joint strategy to op-
pose the Bill at a meeting in
the Parliament House.

Minorities and Parlia-
mentary Affairs Minister
Kiren Rijiju told reporters
that the Lok Sabha’s busi-
ness advisory committee
(BACQ), agreed on an eight-
hour debate, which could be
extended.

With the University of Hy-
derabad land issue snow-
balling into a major contro-
versy, Chief Minister A
Revanth Reddy held an
emergency meeting with a
few cabinet Ministers at the
Command Control Centre
here on Tuesday.

Most inhuman, SC raps UP on demolitions

NEW DELHI

Calling the demolition of
houses in Prayagraj “inhu-
man and illegal”, the
Supreme Court on Tuesday
ordered the city develop-
ment authority to pay Rs 10
lakh compensation to each
aggrieved house owner
within six weeks.

“The manner in which the
demolition has taken place
shocks our conscience. Res-
idences of the appellants
have been high-handedly
demolished. There is some-
thing called right to shelter,
due process of law,” said a
bench of Justices Abhay S
Oka and Ujjal Bhuyan.

The bench said the “high
handed” manner of the dem-

olitions showed insensitiv-
ity on the part of authority
while underlining the “rule
of the law in the country”.

Residential structures of cit-

izens cannot be demolished

in such fashion, it added.
The apex court said the

Prayagraj Development Au-
thority must remember
right to shelter is an integral
part of Article 21 and there is
a rule of law which is basic
part of the Constitution.

The top court said the
demolition was carried out
by the authority under Sec-
tion 27 of the UP Urban
Planning and Development
Act, 1973.

The bench observed a
show cause notice was is-
sued on December 18, 2020,
and pasted on the houses the
same day, with the remark
that on two occasions at-
tempts had been made to
serve it in person.

The court said a subse-
quent order of demolition
was also affixed on January

8, 2021, but not sent by the
registered post.

“The first registered post
communication was sent on
March 1, 2021, received on
March 6, 2021, and the dem-
olition was carried out the
next day, leaving the appel-
lants with no opportunity to
appeal under Section 27(2)
of the Act,” the bench said.

The top court went on,
“The object of the proviso to
Section 27(1) is to provide a
reasonable opportunity to
showcause before demoli-
tion. This is no way of grant-
ing a reasonable opportu-
nity.” As per provisions, the
bench said, genuine efforts
should be made to serve no-
tice in person before resort-
ing to affixture. (SEEPAGE2)
