Suman: A pleasant place.

Pankaj: Look at those people sitting on the
lawn.
Suman: They seem to be very cheerful.

Pankaj: How they are enjoying
themselves!
Suman: Can you hear that sound ?

Pankaj: What sound ?
Suman: Must be the cry of a dog or a
wolf.

Pankaj: I don’t hear a dog’s cry or a
wolf’s.
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Suman: Listen! It’s coming from the
group of people on the lawn.

Pankaj: Oh, yes. The lady in red is
laughing.
Suman: Laughing ?

Pankaj: She is cackling.
Suman: Cackling?

Pankaj: Yes. Laughing in a loud, harsh
manner.
Suman: Look at the man opposite her!

Pankaj: Laughter is contagious.
Suman: Contagious ?

Pankaj: Yes. If one man starts laughing,
many others will follow suit.
Suman: Is he also laughing?

Pankaj: Yes, he is chortling.
Suman: Pardon?

Pankaj: He is also laughing in a noisy,
gleeful manner.

Suman: Look at the lady next to him! Isn’t
she crying?

Pankaj: No. She is also laughing.

Suman: Laughing? No sound at all.

Pankaj: She is chuckling.
Suman: Chuckling?

Pankaj: Yes. She is laughing silently and
inwardly.

Suman: Look at the lady opposite her.
What is she doing?

Pankaj: She too is laughing.
Suman: Seems to be laughing lightly and
repeatedly.

Pankaj: She is giggling.
Suman: Giggling? I have learnt four
‘laughing’ words from you this evening.

Pankaj: But don’t stare at the group and
laugh.
Suman: Why ?
